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AN ACT

SB 331

To provide for twenty-five additional lawjudgesof thecourtof commonpleasin
thefirst judicial district,eightin thefifth judicial district,onein thesixth judicial
district, two in theseventhjudicial district, onein the eleventhjudicial district,
onein thefifteenthjudicial district, onein the sixteenthjudicial district, onein
the nineteenthjudicial district, one in the thirty-first judicial district, threein
the thirty-secondjudicial district, onein the thirty-sixth judicial district, three
in thethirty-eighthjudicial district, one in the fortieth judicial district, one in
theforty-third judicial district andone in the forty-fifth judicial district.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. In additionto thejudgesprovidedfor in the act ofJanuary
8, 1952 (P.L.1844), entitled “An act to designatethe severaljudicial
districts of the Commonwealth,as required by the Constitution,and to
provide for the electionand commissioningof judgeslearnedin the law
for the said districts,” twenty-five additional law judges are hereby
authorizedandprovidedfor the courtof commonpleasof the first judicial
district, eightfor thefifth judicial district, onefor thesixth judicial district,
two for the seventhjudicial district, onefor the eleventhjudicial district,
onefor the fifteenthjudicial district, onefor thesixteenthjudicial district,
one for the nineteenthjudicial district, one for the thirty-first judicial
district, threefor thethirty-secondjudicial district, onefor the thirty-sixth
judicial district, three for the thirty-eighth judicial district, one for the
fortiethjudicial district, onefor theforty-third judicial district andonefor
the forty-fifth judicial district, who shall possessthe samequalifications
which are requiredby the Constitution and laws for the presidentjudge
of thecourtof commonpleasof thedistrictandwho sh~iIihoidt~reirDffices
for a like term andby the sametenureandshall havethe samepower,
authority and jurisdiction and shall be subject to the same duties,
restrictions and penalties and shall receive the same compensation
providedfor by law for judgeslearnedin thelawasif the sameoffices had
beenestablishedin the time of andsubjectto the provisionsof the actof
June1, 1956(P.L.1959),entitled,asamended,“An act fixing the salaries
andcompensationof the Chief Justiceandjudgesof the SupremeCourt,
the PresidentJudgeand judgesof the SuperiorCourt, thejudgesof the
courtsof commonpleas, thejudges of the orphans’courts,the judges of
the CountyCourtof Philadelphiaandthejudgesof theCountyCourtand
JuvenileCourt of Allegheny County,certainassociatejudgesnot learned
in the law, certain state officers, and the salary and expensesof the
membersof the GeneralAssembly,and repealing certain inconsistent
acts.”

Section2. At themunicipalelectionin November,1973,thequalified
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electorsof the first, fifth, sixth, seventh,eleventh, fifteenth, sixteenth,
nineteenth,thirty-first, thirty-second,thirty-sixth, thirty-eighth, fortieth,
forty-third and forty-fifth judicial districts shall elect, twenty-five
competentpersonslearnedin the law to serveasadditionallaw judgesof
the court of commonpleas of the first judicial district, four in the fifth
judicial district, onein thesixth judicial district, two in theseventhjudicial
district, one in the eleventhjudicial district, one in the fifteenthjudicial
district, onein thesixteenthjudicial district, onein thenineteenthjudicial
district, one in the thirty-first judicial district, threein the thirty-second
judicial district, one in the thirty-sixth judicial district, three in the
thirty-eighthjudicial district, onein thefortiethjudicial district, onein the
forty-third judicial district, andonein the forty-fifth judicial district, from
the first Monday inJanuary,1974,for a term of tenyears.The additional
lawjudgesshallbe electedin the samemannerprescribedby law for the
election of the presidentjudges of the courts of common pleasof the
districts.

When vacanciesoccur after the initial appointmentsby the Governor
as provided in section 3 hereof, whether causedby death, resignation,
expirationof termor otherwise,theyshallbefilled in themannerrequired
by the Constitution.

Section3. TheGovernormay appointtwenty-fivecompetentpersons
learnedin the law, asadditionallaw judgesof the court of commonpleas
of the first judicial district,four in thefifth judicial district, one in thesixth
judicial district, two in the seventhjudicial district, one in the eleventh
judicial district, onein the fifteenthjudicial district, one in the sixteenth
judicial district, one in the nineteenth judicial district, one in the
thirty-first judicial district, threein the thirty-secondjudicial district, one
in the thirty-sixth judicial district, three in the thirty-eighth judicial
district, one in the fortieth judicial district, onein the forty-third judicial
district and one in the forty-fifth judicial district, to serveuntil the first
Monday of January,1974.

After January 1, 1973, the Governor may appoint four competent
personslearnedin thelaw asadditionallawjudgesof thecourtof common
pleasof thefifth judicial district to serveuntil thefirst MondayinJanuary,
1976.

Section4. At the municipalelectionin November,1975,thequalified
electorsof the fifth judicial district shall elect four competentpersons
learnedin thelaw to serveasadditionallawjudgesof theeourtof common
pleasof the fifth judicial district from the first Monday in January,1976
for a term of ten years.

Section 5. This act shall take effect immediately.
