HB 1368

Requiringcertainlocomotivesoperatingoverthirtymilesperhourto havecertain
equipmentthereonby certain dates;requiring the maintenanceof certain
recordsthereofby railroadsoperatingsame,thenotificationof thePublicUtility
Commissionthereof,andplacingcertaindutieson that commission.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvaniafinds that the safe operationof steam,diesel,electric or
otherwisepropelledlocomotiveswithin the Commonwealth,by reasonof
its peculiarlymountainousterrainandwindingriver valleys,requiresthat
all steam,diesel,electric or otherwisepropelledlocomotivesoperatedin
excessof thirty miles per hour by common carriersby rail within the
Commonwealthbe equippedwith fully operablespeedometerswithin
view of the engineeror operatorof suchlocomotive.

Section2. No railroad locomotiveshallbeoperatedin excessof thirty
milesper hour in Pennsylvaniawithout aspeedometeror speedrecorder
functioning correctlywithin four miles per hour within the view of the
engineeror operatorof such locomotive.

Section 3. A railroad shall be deemedto be in compliancewith the
above provisions if, by the first day of October 1972, it has at least
one-third of its locomotivesequippedwith speedindicators or speed
recordersashereinaboveprovidedandif, by the first dayof October1973,
an additionalone-thirdof said locomotivesshallbe soequipped,and if, by
the first dayof October1974,theremainderof its locomotivesshallbe so
equipped.

Section 4. Locomotives operated or used exclusively within
designatedyard limits in switching or transfer service need not be
equippedin accordancewith the provisionsof this act.

Section 5. Eachsuch railroad shall notify the PennsylvaniaPublic
Utility Commissionof the date that each such locomotive comesinto
compliancewith the provisionsof this act. Thenotification shallstatethe
serialnumberor other identification of the locomotive.

Section 6. Eachrailroad affectedby the provisionsof this act shall
maintain at a designatedlocation a list or scheduleof the locomotives
hereinabovereferredto. It shall set forth, along with other information,
thedatethat thespeedindicatoror speedrecorderreferredto hereinwas
calibratedandfound to be functioning in accordancewith the provisions
of this act. It shalladvisethePublic Utility Commissionasto suchlocation.

Section7. ThePublic Utility Commissionshallenforcetheprovisions
of this actandmayissuesuchorder or ordersasmaybe proper torequire
compliancetherewith.
