Amendingthe act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30), entitled “An act relating to the
public schoolsystem,includingcertainprovisionsapplicableas well to private
andparochialschools~amending,revising,consolidatingandchangingthe laws
relating thereto,”further regulatingthe purchaseof supplies.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section807.1,actof March 10, 1949 (P.L.30),knownas the
“Public School Code of 1949,” addedJuly 31, 1968 (Act No. 242), is
amendedto read:

Section 807.1. Purchase of Supplies.—All furniture, equipment,
textbooks,schoolsuppliesand otherappliancesfor the use of the public
schools,costing [one thousanddollars ($1,000)]fifteen hundred dollars
($1,500)or moreshallbe purchasedby theboardof schooldirectorsonly
after due advertisementas hereinafterprovided. [Suppliescosting one
thousanddollars ($1,000)or morebut less thanfifteen hundreddollars ($1,500)
may be purchasedfrom the lowest responsiblebidder after soliciting sealed
quotationsfrom three (3) or more firms, manufacturers,or dealers in such
supplies.] Suppliescosting fifteen hundreddollars ($1,500) or more shall be
purchasedby theboardof schooldirectorsonlyafterpublicnoticehasbeengiven
by advertisementoncea week for three (3) weeksin not less than two (2)
newspapersof general circulation. In any district where no newspaper is
published,said noticemay,in lieu of suchpublication,be postedin at leastfive
(5) public places.

The boardof schooldirectorsshall acceptthe bid of the lowest responsible
bidder, kind, quality, andmaterialbeingequal, but shallhavethe right to reject
any and all bids, or selecta single item from any bid. [The boardof school
directors may adopt rules and regulations for the administration of the
purchasingof suppliescosting less than one thousanddollars ($1,000).] The
boardof schooldirectors in anydistrict mayauthorizeor appoint the
secretaryof the board or other executiveas purchasing agentfor the
district, with authority to purchasesuppliescosting less thanfifteen
hundreddollars ($1,500).

Thefollowing shallbe exemptfrom theaboveprovisions:maps,music,
globes,charts,educationalfilms, filmstrips, preparedtransparenciesand
slides, pre-recordedmagnetictapesand disc recordings,[and] textbooks,
games,toys,preparedkits, flannelboardmaterials,flashcards,nwdels,
projectualsand teacherdemonstrationdevicesnecessaryfor schooluse.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
