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Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333), entitled “An act concerning
elections, including general,municipal, special and primary elections, the
nominationof candidates,primaryandelectionexpensesandelectioncontests;
creatingand defining membershipof county boardsof elections; imposing
duties upon the Secretaryof the Commonwealth,courts,county boardsof
elections,countycommissioners;imposingpenaltiesfor violation of theact,and
codifying, revising andconsolidatingthe lawsrelating thereto;andrepealing
certain acts and parts of acts relating to elections,” changingofficial ballot
residencerequirements.

The CeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 1002, act of June 3, 1937
(P.L.1333),known as the “PennsylvaniaElection Code,” is amendedto
read:

Section 1002. Form of Official Primary Ballot.—

(b) On thebackof eachballot shallbe printed in prominenttype the
words “OFFICIAL PRIMARY BALLOT OF PARTY FOR”
followedby thedesignationof theelectiondistrictfor whichit isprepared,
thedateof theprimaryandthe facsimilesignaturesof-the-members-ofthe
county board of elections.The namesof candidatesshall in all casesbe
arrangedunderthe title of the office for which they arecandidates,and
be printed thereunderin the order determinedby the castingof lots as
providedby thisact.At the right of the nameof eachcandidatethereshall
be a squareof sufficientsize for the convenientinsertionof a crossmark.
Thereshallbe left at the endof the list of candidatesfor eachoffice (or
underthe title of theoffice itself in casetherebe no candidateswho have
filed nomination petitions therefor) as many blank spacesas there are
personsto be voted for, for suchoffice, in which spacethe elector may
insertthe nameof any personwhosenameis notprinted on the ballot as
acandidatefor suchoffice. Oppositeor underthenameof eachcandidate,
except candidatesfor the office of Presidentof the United Statesand
candidatesfor delegate or alternate delegate to a National Party
Convention, who is to be voted for by the electors of more than one
county,shallbe printed the nameof the countyin which suchcandidate
resides; and opposite or under the name of each candidate except
candidatesfor delegate or alternate delegate to a National Party
Conventionwho is to be voted for by the electorsof an entirecounty or
anycongressional,senatorialor representativedistrict within the county,
shallbe printed the nameof the city, borough,township or ward, as the
casemay be, in which such candidateresides.
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Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
