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Authorizing the Secretaryof EnvironmentalResourceswith theapprovalof the
Governor, to transfer certain Project 70 lands in Fayette County to the
Departmentof Transportationfor a bridge projectundercertainconditions.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Pursuantto the requirementsof subsection(b) of section
20, act of June 22, 1964 (P.L.131), known as the “Project 70 Land
Acquisition and Borrowing Act,” the GeneralAssembly authorizesthe
Secretaryof EnvironmentalResourceswith theapproval-of the Governor,
to transfer the hereinafterdescribedland in StewartTownship and the
Borough of Ohiopyle in Fayette County to the Department of
Transportationfor a right-of-way for constructionof Project L.R. 636
SectionB08 involving building abridge over the YoughioghenyRiver.

Such land shall be free of the restrictions on use and alienation
prescribedby section20 of the act of June22, 1964 (P.L.131),known as
the “Project 70 Land Acquisition and Borrowing Act,” upon:

(1) Reimbursementof the Project70 AcquisitionFundor the Project
70 LandAcquisition Sinking Fundby the Departmentof Transportation
from moneysin the Motor LicenseFundin an amountequalto the funds
advancedby theCommonwealthfor thepurchaseof the said land under
the “Project 70 Land Acquisition andBorrowing Act,” and

(2) The executionand filing of a documentof releaseciting such
reimbursementandreleaseof the said land from the restrictionson use

andalienationprescribedby subsection(b) of section20 of said act.
The documentof releasein suchcasesshall, uponsuchreimbursement,

be preparedby the Attorney General and filed in the office of the
recorderof deedsof the county in which the said land is located.Such
reimbursementshall be paid by the StateTreasurerinto the Acquisition
Fundif said fund is still active, or if suchis not the case,into the Project
70 Land Acquisition Sinking Fund. Compliancewith this subsection
constitutestheexpressapprovalof the GeneralAssemblyof releaseof the
restrictionson use or alienationof landsacquiredby the Departmentof
Transportationrequiredby subsection(b) of section20 of said act.

Section 2. The land and right-of-way to be transferred by the
Secretaryof EnvironmentalResourceswith the approvalof the Governor
to the Departmentof Transportationfor a right-of-way for construction
of ProjectL.R. 636, SectionB08to build abridgeoverthe Youghiogheny
River is moreparticularly describedas follows:

PROJECTDESCRIPTION

ProjectL.R. 366,SectionB08,beginningat apoint on existingL.R. 366,
Traffic Route381, in StewartTownship,approximately275feetnortheast
of the StewartTownship,Ohiopyle BoroughLine, thencein a southerly
direction, spanningthe YoughioghenyRiver just west (down stream)of
the existing structure, crossing beneath the tracks of the Western
Maryland Railroad,and terminating by connectingto existing L.R.366,
Traffic Route381,at Lincoln Streetin the Boroughof Ohiopyle,Fayette
County, a distanceof approximately.43 miles.

RIGHT-OF-WAY DESCRIPTION

The right-of-way required for the aboveproject is about 6.5 acres,
having a maximumwidth of 310feetmoreor less.The acquisitionoccurs
approximately between S.L.D. Station 338+35 and S.L.D. Station
366+75.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
