Amendingtheactof May 1, 1933(P.L.103),entitled“An actconcerningtownships
of thesecondclass;andamending,revising,consolidating,andchangingt:he law
relating thereto,”changingthe penaltyfor destroying,removing,injuring or
defacingsigns.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section1161,act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103),known as“The
SecondClass Township Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10, 1947
(P.L.1481),is amendedto read:

Section1161. Penaltyfor Destroying,Et Cetera.—Itshallbeunlawful
for anypersonto wilfully destroy,remove,injure, or defaceanyguidepost
or sign or index boarderectedupon or near any public street, road, or
bridgeby the supervisors,or by any club, association,or otherorganized
body for the direction, guidance,or safety of travelers.Any person
violating this sectionshall, upon convictionin a summaryproceeding,be
sentencedto pay afine of notmorethan[twenty-five dollars]fifty dollars,
with costs of prosecution, together with the value of such sign so
destroyed,removedor defaced,andin defaultof suchpayment,shallbe
sentencedto imprisonmentof notmorethantendays.All finesandmoney
so imposedand collectedshallbe paid to the township treasurer.
