Amendingthe act of April 29, 1959 (P.L.58),entitled “An act consolidatingand
revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Financial
ResponsibilityAct andotheractsrelatingto the ownership,possessionanduse
of vehiclesand tractors,”furtherregulatingbrakeson mobilehomesandhouse
trailers.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(q) of section816,actof April 29, 1959 (P.L.58),
known as “The Vehicle Code,” amendedJanuary24, 1966 (P.L.1488),is
amendedto read:

Section816. BrakeEquipment.—
***

(q) Mobile homesand housetrailers which, when standing alone
exceeda grossweight of threethousand(3,000)poundsor which, when
coupledto their towing vehicles,exceeda grossweight offorty percent
(40%)of thegrossweightof suchtowingvehicles,shallbeequippedwith
brakessodesignedasto beapplieduponboth vehiclesby thedriverof the
towing motor vehiclefrom its cab. Thebrakesshallbe sodesignedthat
they shall beappliedto all wheelsof themobilehomeandhousetrailer
andconnectedthat, in caseof an accidentalbreakawayof the towed
vehicle, the brakesthereofshall be automaticallyapplied,and stop and
hold such towedvehicle for at least fifteen (15) minutes.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating any of the provisions of this section,
shall, upon summaryconviction beforea magistrate,be sentencedto pay
a fine of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) and costsof prosecution,and, in
defaultof the paymentthereof,shallundergoimprisonmentfor not more
than five (5) days.

Section2. Thisact shalltakeeffect immediatelyandshallapply to all
mobile homesandhousetrailers transportedin Pennsylvaniawhich are
manufacturedafterJanuary1, 1972andto all housetrailersregisteredand
titled in Pennsylvaniaon or after September1, 1972.
