Authorizing theSecretaryof EnvironmentalResourceswith the approvalof the
Governor, to transfer certain Project 70 lands in Bucks County to the
Departmentof Transportationfor a highwayprojectundercertainconditions.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Pursuantto the requirementsof subsection(b) of section
20, act of June 22, 1964 (P.L.131), known as the “Project 70 Land
Acquisition and Borrowing Act,” the GeneralAssembly authorizesthe
Secretaryof EnvironmentalResourceswith theapprovalof theGovernor,
to transferthe hereinafterdescribedlandin NewtownTownshipin Bucks
County to the Department of Transportationfor a right-of-way for
constructionof Project L.R. 1141 Section AlO involving constructionof
NewtownBy-Pass.

Such land shall be free of the restrictions on use and alienation
prescribedby section20 of the act of June22, 1964 (P.L.131),known as
the “Project 70 Land Acquisition andBorrowing Act,” upon:

(1) The secretarymay acquire from any State agency or political
subdivisionlandwhich the Stateagencyor political subdivisionacquired
with Project 70 funds: Provided,however,That (i) the Stateagencyor
political subdivision by proper resolution or ordinanceapprovessuch
acquisition and (ii) suitable substitute land may be acquired by the
secretaryand conveyedto the State agencyor political subdivision in
exchangefor theProject70 landacquiredor, if no suchsuitablesubstitute
land is available,the secretaryshallpayto the Stateagencyor political
subdivision the fair market value of the land so acquired.

(2) The executionand filing of a documentof releaseciting such
reimbursementandreleaseof the saidland from the restrictionson use
and alienationprescribedby subsection(b) of section20 of said act.

Thedocumentof releasein suchcasesshall, uponsuchreimbursement,
be preparedby the Attorney Generaland filed in the office of the
recorderof deedsof the county in which the said land is located.Such
reimbursementshallbe paid by the StateTreasurerinto the Acquisition
Fund if said fund is still active,or if suchis not the case,into the Project
70 Land Acquisition Sinking Fund. Compliance with this subsection
constitutestheexpressapprovalof the GeneralAssemblyof releaseof the
restrictionson useor alienationof landsacquiredby the Departmentof
Transportationrequiredby subsection(b) of section20 of said act.

Section 2. The land and right-of-way to be transferred by the
Secretaryof EnvironmentalResourceswith theapprovalof theGovernor
to the Departmentof Transportationfor a right-of-wayfor construction
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of ProjectER. 1141,SectionAlO to constructNewtownBy-Passis more
particularly describedas follows:

ProjectDescription

Project L.R. 1141, Section AlO, beginning at a point at an angle in
Swamp Road (L.R. 09047)(33 feet wide) at the northerly endof Green
Lane; thenceextendingalong a property line of the Council Rock Joint
School Authority (Bucks County), north 81 degrees28 minutes west
400.00 feet to a point; thence extending through lands of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania(Tyler State Park) from which this
propertyis taken the sevenfollowing coursesand distances;(1) north 8
degrees32 minuteseast182.95feet to a point; thence(2) by a curve to
the right havinga radiusof 240.00feet the arcdistanceof 175.79feet to
apoint; thence(3) north 50 degrees30 minuteseast180.45feet to a point;
thence(4) north 87 degrees30 minuteseast20.00feet to a point; thence
(5) north 2 degrees30 minuteswest27.05 feet to apoint; thence(6) by
a curve to the left having a radius of 1557.02feet the arc distanceof
1025.12feetto apoint; thence(7) north40 degrees13 minutes20 seconds
west142.57feet to apoint in the line of landsof JosephZogoreski;thence
by landsofJosephZogoreski,north 87 degrees16 minutes40 secondseast
100.84feet to a point in the centerline of the aforementionedSwamp
Road;thencealong the centerlineof SwampRoad south40 degrees13
minutes20 secondseast 1052.69feet to an angle point formed by the
intersection of the projected centerlines of Swamp Road; thence
continuing along the centerlineof Swamp Road,south 14 degrees06
minuteswest804.73feet to the point andplaceof beginning.

Containing9.528 acresof land.

Right-of-way Description

The right-of-way required for the aboveproject is about 8.801 acres
more or less, having a maximum width of 400 feet more or less. The
acquisitionoccurs approximatelybetweenStation 406+25 and Station
424+80.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
