Amending the act of June25, 1919 (P.L.581),entitled “An act for the better
governmentof citiesof the first classof thisCommonwealth,”furtherproviding
for interestand paymentof debtsof citiesof the first class.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas fQllows:

Section 1. Section 2 of Article XVIII, act of June25, 1919 (P.L.581),
entitled “An actfor the bettergovernmentof citiesof thefirst classof this
Commonwealth,”is amendedto read:

ARTICLE XVIII.
Indebtedness.

Section2. In anyordinanceauthorizingthe city to incur new debtor
increaseits indebtedness,exceptfor temporaryloans, the council shall
provide [for thecollectionof a tax to pay] or covenant to providefor the
paymentofthe interestthereonandtheprincipalthereofasisnowormay
hereafterbe requiredby the Constitution,andany suchordinanceshall
state the purposeor purposesfor which the new debt or increaseof
indebtednessis authorized.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
