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Amendingthe act of January18, 1952 (P.L.2128),entitled “An actdefining and
providingfor thelicensingandregulationof privatedrivereducationor training
schools;conferringpowersandimposingdutieson the Departmentof Public
Instruction;andimposing penalties,”reducingcertainagerequirements.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause(a) of subsection(2), clause(a) of subsection(7) and
clause(a) of subsection(8) of section 4 of the act of January18, 1952
(P.L.2128),entitled“An act defining andproviding for the licensingand
regulationof private driver educationor training schools; conferring
powersandimposingdutieson the Departmentof PublicInstruction;and
imposingpenalties,”are amendedto read:

Section 4. The qualifications for licensure and the standardsof
licensure.

(2) Teacherand Director Qualifications.
(a) Every teacherin aschoolshallbe acitizenof theUnited States,at

least[twenty-one(21)]eighteen(18)yearsof age,andapersonof goodmoral
character.

** *

(7) Agents.
(a) Eachagentshallbe a personof good moralcharacter,acitizen of

the UnitedStates,andat least[twenty-one(21)] eighteen(18) yearsof age.

(8) Ownership.
(a) Each individual proprietor of a sthool, each member of a

partnershipassociationor companythat owns a school,and eachofficer
anddirectorof acorporationthatownsa school,who isdirectly connected
with the conductand operationof the educationalprogram, shallbe a
personof goodmoralcharacter,acitizenof the UnitedStates,andat least
[twenty-one(21)1 eighteen(18)yearsof age.Thesaidpersonsandanyschool
employe thereofshall not be addicted to the use of alcoholic liquors,
morphine,cocaineor otherdrugshavingasimilar effect, andshallnot be
mentally incompetent.
