Amending the act of August 21, 1953 (P.L. 1323), entitled “An act concerning
notariespublic; and amending,revising, consolidatingandchangingthe law
relating thereto,”reducingcertainagerequirements.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section3, actof August21, 1953(P.L.1323),knownas“The
Notary Public Law,” is amendedto read:

Section3. Eligibility.—Any citizenof Pennsylvania,being[twenty-one
(21)] eighteen(18) yearsof ageor over, of known character,integrity and
ability, shall be eligible to the office of notary public, if he shall have
residedwithin this Commonwealthfor at leasttwo (2) yearsimmediately
preceding the dateof his appointment,and if he shall be a registered
elector in the Commonwealth.
