Amending the act of June 16, 1836 (P.L.715), entitled “An act relating to
ReferenceandArbitration,” changingthe amountwhich maybe arbitratedin
countiesof the secondclassA.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section8.1,actofJune16, 1836(P.L.715),entitled “An act
relatingto ReferenceandArbitration,” amendedJuly 9, 1971 (P.L.220),
is amendedto read:

Section8.1. Theseveralcourtsofcommonpleasmayby rulesof court,
providethat all caseswhich areat issuewheretheamountin controversy
shallbe ten thousanddollars($10,000)or lessin countiesof the first and
secondclassandsecondclassA, andfive thousanddollars ($5,000)or less
in all othercounties,exceptthoseinvolving title to realestate,shall first
be submittedto andheard by a board of three (3) membersof the bar
within thejudicial districtand may fix themaximumamountrequiredto
be submittedin any amountbetweentwo thousanddollars ($2,000) and
tenthousanddollars ($10,000),in countiesof the first andsecondclassand
secondclass A, and between two thousanddollars ($2,000) and five
thousanddollars ($5,000) in all other counties,exclusiveof interestand
costs.Caseswhich arenot at issueandwhetheror not suit hasbeenfiled
maybe referredto the board of arbitrationby agreementof reference
signedby counselfor both sidesin thecase.Saidagreementof reference
shalldefinetheissuesinvolved for determinationby theboardand,when
agreeable,shallalso containstipulationswith respectto factssubmittedor
agreedor defenseswaived.In suchcases,theagreementof referenceshall
take the placeof the pleadingsin the caseandbe filed of record.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
