To the act of November12, 1971 (P.L. 538), entitled “An act providing for the
capital budget for the fiscal year 1971-1972,” itemizing public improvement
projectsto be acquiredor constructedby The GeneralStateAuthority, together
with their estimatedfinancial costs.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. ShortTitle.—This act shallbe knownandmaybe cited
as the “Capital BudgetAct for FiscalYear 1971-1972,Public Improve-
mentProject Itemization Supplement—TheGeneralState Authority.”
