AN ACT

HB 2038

Authorizing theDepartmentof PropertyandSupplies,with the approvalof the
Governor,to sell and conveya tract of ground in PennTownship, Snyder
County, Pennsylvania.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, is hereby authorized in behalf of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato sell at public saleto thehighestbidder
the following describedtract of land with any improvementsthereon
situate in the Townshipof Penn,Countyof SnyderandCommonwealth
of Pennsylvania:

Beginningat an iron pipe in the centerline of an old public road, said
pipe being on the northeasternmostcornerof the land of Ira L. Yoder;
thencenorth 69 degrees00 minutes00 secondswest,469.00feetalongthe
centerof the old public roadandthe land of Ira L. Yoder to an iron pin;
thencenorth 8 degrees1.8 minutes46 secondseast,20.90feetalong land
of Gill Estateand crossingthe southernright-of-way of TownshipRoute
No. 443 to apoint in the centerline of TownshipRouteNo. 443; thence
south76 degrees10 minutes15 secondseast,448.70feetalong thecenter
line of Township RouteNo. 443 to a point; thencesouth0 degrees35
minutes17 secondswest,81.50feetcrossingthesouthernright-of-wayof
said Township Route No. 443 and the land of the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvaniato an ironpipe, thepointof beginning,being vacantwooded
land containingin area.539hundredthsof an acre,moreor less.

The conveyanceshallbe madeunderandsubject,nevertheless,to all
easements,servitudesandrights of others,including butnot confinedto
streets,roadwaysandrightsof anytelephone,telegraph,water,electric,
gasor pipeline companiesas well asunderand subject,nevertheless,to
any estateor tenanciesvestedin third persons,whetheror not appearing
of record, for any portion of the said land or improvementserected
thereon.

Section 2. The deed of conveyance shall be approved by the
Departmentof Justiceandshallbe executedby theSecretaryof Property
andSuppliesin the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
