Amendingtheactof August9, 1955(P.L.323).entitled“An actrelatingto counties
of thethird, fourth,fifth, sixth,seventhandeighth classes;amending,revising,
consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto,” providing for the
appointmentof an assistantcountysolicitor in countiesof the fifth and sixth
classes.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereb.y
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section904,actof August9, 1955 (P.L.323),knownas“The
CountyCode,” amendedJune19, 1968 (P.L.226), is amendedto read:

Section904. AssistantSolicitorsin Third, [and] Fourth,Fifth andSixth
ClassCounties.—Incountiesof the thircL class,the countycommissioners
mayappointnot morethan threeassistantcounty solicitors,and,with the
approval of the court of common pleas, special counselwho shall be
attorneysatlaw admittedto practicein the courtsof this Commonwealth.
In counties of the fourth, [class] fifth and sixth classes,the county
commissionersmay appointan assistantsolicitorwho shallbe an attorney
at law admitted to practicein the courts of this Commonwealth.Each
assistantandspecialcounselshallperform suchdutiesin connectionwith
the legal affairs of the county asmay be assignedto him by the county
commissionersor the county solicitor.
