AN ACT

HB 1969

Relating to the preventionof environmentpollution and the preservationof
public naturalresourcesin constructionprojects.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. All invitationsfor proposalsfor constructionprojectsissued
by the Commonwealth, its authorities or agencies,or any political
subdivision of the Commonwealth,shall set forth those provisions of
Federal and State statutes, rules and regulations dealing with the
prevention of environment pollution and the preservationof public
natural resourcesthat affect the projects. If the successfulbiddermust
undertake additional work due to the enactment of new or the
amendmentof existingstatutes,rulesor regulationsoccurringafter the
submissionof the successfulproposal,the awardingagencyshall issue a
changeordersettingforth the additionalwork that mustbe undertaken,
which shallnot invalidate the contract.Thecost of sucha changeorder
to the awarding agency shall be determinedin accordancewith the
provisionsof thecontractfor changeordersor forceaccountsor, if no such
provisionis setforth in thecontract,thenthecost to theawardingagency
shallbethecontractor’scostsforwages,laborcostsotherthanwages,wage
taxes, materials, equipment rentals, insurance and subcontracts
attributableto the additionalactivity plusareasonablesumfor overhead
and profit: Provided,however,That such additional costs to undertake
work not specifiedin the invitation for proposalshallnot be approved
unless written authorization is given the successfulbidder prior to his
undertakingsuchadditionalactivity. In theeventof adisputebetweenthe
awardingagencyandthe successfulbidder,arbitrationproceduresmaybe
commencedunderthe applicabletermsof the constructioncontract,or,
if the contract contains no such provision for arbitration, the then
obtaining rulesof the AmericanArbitration Association.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect in thirty daysbut shallnot apply
to any contractawardedpursuantto an invitation for bids issuedon or
beforethe dateit takeseffect,or to anypersonsorbondsin respectof any
suchcontract.
