Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1225), entitled “An act concerning game
and other wild birds and wild animals; and amending, revising, consolidating,
and changing the law relating thereto,” authorizing the use of certified mail to
notify a person his hunting privileges have been revoked.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clause (5) of section 315, act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1225),
known as “The Game Law,” amended December 10, 1970 (P.L.896), is
amended to read:

Section 315. Revocation of Licenses; Right to Hunt or Trap Denied.
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(5) To revoke a license then in force, or to deny any person the right
to secure a license or to hunt or trap anywhere in this Commonwealth for
any period, the commission shall send a written notice to that effect to
such person at his last known address, either by [registered] certified mail
or have it delivered in person by a representative of the commission. The
commission shall furnish, in writing, to its license issuing agents, the name,
address, and the term for which such person has been denied the right to
secure a license or to hunt or trap in this Commonwealth.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
