HB 1224

Amendingthe act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30), entitled “An actrelating to the
public schoolsystem,includingcertainprovisionsapplicableas well to private
andparochialschools;amending,revising,consolidatingandchangingthe laws
relating thereto,” clarifying certain administrative proceduresof area
vocational-technicalschools.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section914-A, actof March 10, 1949(P.L.30),knownasthe
“Public SchoolCodeof 1949,”addedMay 4, 1970 (P.L.311),is amended
by addinga clauseto read:

Section914-A. PowersandDuties of the IntermediateUnit Boardof
Directors.—Anintermediateunit boardof directorsshallhavethepower
and its duty shallbe:

(16) To prepare and submit to the State Board for Vocational
Educationproposalsfor arranging schooldistricts of theintermediate
unit into area vocational-technicalattendanceareas or any revisions
thereof A school district in an adjacent intermediateunit may be
included in such proposed attendance area with the concurring
approvalof the boardofschooldirectors ofthe schooldistrict and the
intermediateunit to which it belongs.

Section2. Section1841 of the actis amendedby addinga paragraph
to read:

Section 1841. Area Vocational-Technical Schools and Technical
InstitutesAuthorized._* * *

Area vocational-technicalschooland technical instituteattendance
areasand standardsfor coursesandequipmentshall be in conformity
with standardspreparedby theDepartmentofEducationandflpproved
by the StateBoardfor VocationalEducation.

Section3. Subsection(a) of section1844 of the act, amendedJanuary
14, 1970 (P.L.468),is amendedto read:

Section 1844. Establishmentof Schools and Institutes.—(a) The
[executive director] intermediate unit board of directors of each
intermediateunit shall call a conventionof schooldirectorsof all school
districts in theintermediateunit to meetseparatelyby attendanceareas,
to discuss the establishmentof an areavocational-technicalschool or
technicalinstitute,as the casemay be and to call upon eachdistrict to
votefor or against participation in the establishmentof a school or
institute.[The secretaryof the intermediate unit board of directors shall call on
eachdistrict to stateits desireor unwillingnessto participatei~theest~llsh~nei~t
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of anareavocational-technicalschoolor technicalinstitute,asthe casemaybe.
Thenthequestionof establishinganareavocational-technicalschoolor technical
institute shall be placedbeforethe convention.If approvedby a majority of all
the school directorsof the districts expressinga desire to participatein the
establishmentof an areavocational-technicalschoolor technicalinstitute, the
school directors shall, following approval of the Department of Public
Instruction,]

In addition to the methodofestablishingarea vocational-technical
schoolsand technicalinstitutesasprovidedabove,theintermediateunit
boardofdirectors may,atanymeetingcallfor an electionby theschool
directors of the districts within an attendancearea to determineif an
area vocational-technical school or technical institute shall be
established.The intermediateunit board of directors shall notify, by
certified mail, eachschool district within an attendancearea of its
action.At a regular or specialmeetingofeachschool boardwithin an
attendancearea and within sixty daysof thereceiptofnotification, an
electionshall be held to determineif thedistrict desiresto participate
in theestablishmentofan area vocational-technical-schooloftechnical
institute. The resultsof this electionand the numberof votescasteach
way shall be certified to the intermediateunit boardof directors.

The intermediate unit board of directors shall certify the vote
conducted in convention or by mail ballot to the Department of
Educationand if sufficientschooldistricts votein the affirmative, the
intermediateunit board ofdirectors shall proceedto actas the agency
to initiate the final proceduresnecessaryto organize andestablish[and
operate] an area vocational-technical school or technical institute in the
attendancearea. Schooldistricts indicating unwillingnessto participatein the
establishmentof an areavocational-technicalschool or technical institute may
becomeparticipatingdistrictsat a laterdateaccordingto termsandconditions
definedby the thenparticipatingdistricts. [In the eventa conventionof school
directorsfrom districts within an approvedvocational-technicalor technical
instituteattendenceareais not called(1) to discussthe establishmentof anarea
vocational-technicalschool or technical institute, (2) to poll each board to
determinewhetherit desiresor is unwilling to participatein establishinganarea
vocational-technicalschoolor technicalinstitute,and(3) to conducta vote of the
directorsfrom districtsdesiring to participatein an areavocational-technical
school or technical institute,oneor moreboardsof schooldirectorsof school
districtsfrom an approvedattendanceareamay invite the directorsfrom other
schooldistrictswithin theattendanceareato a meeting.Thedirectorsassembled
in meetingshall discusstheestablishmentof anareavocational-technicalschool
or technicalinstitute,determinewhichdistrictsdesireto participate,andconduct
avoteof directorsfrom schooldistrictsdesiringto participatein the-establishing
of an areavocational-technicalschoolor technicalinstitute.If a majority of the
school directors from districts indicating interest in participating vote to
establishan area vocational-technicalschool or technical institute, following
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approvalof theDepartmentof PublicInstruction,the boardsof schooldirectors
may organizea joint boardfor the purposeof establishingand operatingsuch
schoolor institute.]

In the eventthe intermediateunit boardofdirectorsfails to call for
an electionand oneor moredistricts within an attendancearea-desire
an election, theymayrequesttheDepartmentof Educationto conduct
suchelection in the samemannerprescribedfor theintermediateunit
boardofdirectors.

Section 4. Section 1850.2 of the act, added February 1, 1966
(P.L.1632),is amendedto read:

Section 1850.2. Operationby [a Boardof SchoolDirectors or Two or
More County Boards of School Directors] Intermediate Unit Board of
DirectorsActing asan OperatingAgent.—When[a countyboardof school
directorsor two or morecountyboardsof schooldirectorsare]an intermediate
unit boardofdirectors isdesignatedasagentto operate,administerand
managea schooland/orinstitute,such[county boardor countyboardsas]
agent shall dischargeits duties and responsibilitiesin accordancewith the
provisionsof a written agreemententeredinto by the areavocational-technical
boardandthe [county boardor countyboards]intermediateunit board of
directors. The agreementshall give the [county boardor county boards]
agentthepowerandauthorityto operate,administerandmanageaschool
and!or institute givenby law to an areavocational-technicalboard and
shallprovide that [county boardor countyboards] the agentshallconduct
the affairs of the schooland!or institutewithin the limits of the budget
adoptedby the area vocational-technicalboard. In no event shall the
powersgrantedan areavocational-technicalboardby clauses(1), (4), (11),
(17), (19), (22) and(25) of section1850.1 (b) bedelegatedhereundernor
shallthe powersgrantedanareavocational-technicalboardby clauses(9),
(10), (12) and (14) of section1850.1 (b) be delegatedhereunder,exceptto
theextentthat thesubjectitemsarefully providedfor within thecurrent
budget.

These same provisions shall apply when a joint committee is
designatedto operateand managea school and/or institute.
