Amendingtheactof March4, 1870(P.L.343),entitled“An actto definethe limits
and to organizethe town of Bloomsburg,”increasingthe authorizedrate of
taxationandauthorizingtaxesfor certainpurposes.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section9, act of March4, 1870 (P.L.343),entitled “An act
to definethelimits andto organizethetown of Bloomsburg,”is amended
to read:

Section 9. That the provisions of the act, entitled “A further
supplementto an act, entitled ‘An Act to promotethe morecertainand
equalassessmentof taxesin Philadelphia,’approvedfourteenthof March,
one thousandeight hundredand sixty-five, relative to assessmentson
agricultural and farm lands and the suburbanportions of said city,”
approved twenty-fourth March, one thousand eight hundred and
sixty-eight,areherebyextendedandappliedto the town of Bloomsburg;
andassessmentsandclassificationsof realestatein saidtown, andratesof
taxationthereonfor town purposes,shallbe asprovidedin said act, and
shall be fixed, made, regulatedand enforcedagreeablytheretoby the
properofficers and by the authority of said town; the town council may
in anyyear,subjectto the regulationsof the actaforesaid,fix a tax ratefor
town purposes,not exceeding [fifteen] thirty mills on the dollar of
valuationof taxablepropertytherein;butanysuchtax-rat-eexceedingfive
mills upon thedollar of valuationof property,shallbe agreedto andfixed
by at leastfive votesin council,after at leastoneweek’sdistinct notice in
public session,and enteredupon the minutes that such rate will be
proposed.In addition to thethirty mill tax thetown council may,,in-an~y
year, fix a tax to pay interest and sinking fund charges on the
indebtednessof the town; fix a tax not exceedingone-half mill, to
providefor pensions,retirement or the purchaseof annuity contracts
for town employes;andfix a tax not exceedingeightmills,for lighting
and illuminating the streets,highwaysand other public places.
