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Amendingthe act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30), entitled “An act, relating to the
public schoolsystem,includingcertainprovisionsapplicableas well to private
andparochialschools;amending,revising,consolidatingandchangingthe laws
relatingthereto,”furtherprovidingfor thepreparation,the submissionof plans
for andoperationof technicalinstitute attendanceareas.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section1841,act’of March 10, 1949(P.L.30),knownasthe
“Public SchoolCode of 1949,” amended.August 14, 1963 (P.L.1065),is
amendedto read:

Section 1841. Area Vocational-Technical Schools and Technical
InstitutesAuthorized.—Anareavocational-technicalboardmay establish,
maintain,conductandoperateschools,departmentsor classesto prepare
for vocationalindustrial, vocationalagricultural, vocationalhomemaking,
businessand vocationaldistributive occupations,technical occupations,
such as aides and assistants,in physical, biological, space and other
sciences,mathematics,engineering,constructionand design,computer
programmingandmaintenance,andhealthoccupationsandfor anyother
occupationsrequiring vocationalor technical training andeducation,to
be known as “area vocational-technicalschools,” for the educationof
pupils,out-of-schoolyouth and adultsresidingin the attendancearea.

[In countiesof the first andsecondclass,an] An areavocational-technical
boardor severalarea vocational-technicalboardsjointly may provide
for, establish, [a school or] maintain, conduct and operateschools,
departments,or classesto be known as “technical institute” [. Such
technical institute shall] to educate, train and offer post high school
programsand coursesof not more than two years’ duration,which will
prepare out-of-school youth and adults for competency in
sub-professional, technical, health service, business, commercial,
merchandisingandskilled occupationsandfor anyotheroccupationsfor
which technicaltraining is helpful to anemployerandincreasesstudents’
qualificationsfor employment.Tec~inicalinstitute programsand courses
shall be coordinated with those offered in area vocational-technical
schools to insure progressiveadvancementof students.Such institutes
shallbe organizedin accordancewith proposalsof [county boards,boards
of public education,or two or more] area vocational-technicalboardsof
schooldirectors,[jointly,] whichareapprovedby theStateBoardforVocational
Education. All technical institutes shall be established,operatedand in all
respects conform to standardsprepared by the Department of [Public
Instruction] Education and adoptedby the State Board for Vocational
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Education.Area vocational-technicalschools,as approvedby the State
Boardfor VocationalEducation,maybeorganizedasvocational-technical
servicecentersin which pupils may enroll full-time or in which pupils
enrolledin academichighschoolsmayelectto attendpart-time.Technical
institutes approvedby the State Board for Vocational Educationmay
enroll out-of-schoolyouth andadultsfull-time or part-timeasthe students
may elect.
