Amendingthe act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177),entitled “An actproviding for and
reorganizingthe conductof the executiveand administrative work of the
Commonwealthby the ExecutiveDepartmentthereofand theadministrative
departments,boards,commissions,andofficers thereof,including theboardsof
trusteesof State Normal Schools, or TeachersColleges;abolishing,creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganizationof certain administrative
departments,boards,andcommissions;defining the powersand dutiesof the
Governorandother executiveandadministrativeofficers, andof the several
administrative departments,boards, commissions,and officers; fixing the
salariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutiveand
administrativeofficers;providingfor theappointmentof certainadministrative
officers, and of all deputiesand other assistantsand employesin certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;andprescribingthe mannerin which
the number and compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employes of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be
determined,”further regulatingthe numberof officers andmenof the State
Police Force.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(b) of section205,act of April 9, 1929(P.L.177),
known as “The Administrative Codeof 1929,” amendedDecember15,
1971 (P.L.608),is amendedto read:

Section 205. PennsylvaniaStatePolice._* * *

(b) The StatePoliceForceshallconsistof suchnumberof officersand
men, and shall be organizedin such manner,as the Commissionerof
PennsylvaniaStatePolice,with the approvalof the Governor,shall from
time to time determine:Provided,however,That [during the fiscal year
1967-1968,the number of officers and men shall not exceedin the aggregateat
any time, two thousand six hundred fifty persons, and during the fiscal year
1968-1969,the number of officers and men shall not exceedin the aggregate.at
any time, two thousand nine hundred fifty persons,and during the fiscal year
1969-1970,the number of officers and men shall not exceedin the aggregateat
any time three thousand two hundred fifty persons,and during the fiscal year
1970-1971,the number of officers andmen shall not exceedin the aggregateat
any time three thousand five hundred fifty persons, and] during the fiscal year
1971-1972[and thereafter], the number of officers and men shall not exceedin
the aggregateat any time, three thousand sevenhundred ninety persons, and
during thefiscal year1972-1973and thereafter, the numberofofficers
and menshall not exceedin theaggregateat any time three thousand
nine hundred andforty persons.Statepolicemen,both officersandmen,
assignedto dutywith thePennsylvaniaTurnpike Commission,shallnotbe
countedin determiningthe totalnumberof officersandmenin the State
Police Force.
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Section2. This actshall take effect immediately.
