
1666 Act No. 356 LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

AN ACT

SB 1533

Relatingto gifts for charitableandreligiouspurposestaking effect on thedeath
of thedonorandpromisesto givepropertyfor charitableandreligiouspurposes;
providingfor their validity andenforceabilityif madewithin thirty daysofthe
deathof the donoror promisor.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Any gift for charitableor religious purposesto takeeffect
in possessionor enjoymentat or after the death of the donor and any
promisemadeto give realor personalpropertyfor religious or charitable
purposesshallbe invalid andunenforceableif madewithin thirty daysof
thedeathof the donororpromisorto theextentthatsomeonewho would
benefit by their invalidity objects: Provided,That the Commonwealth
shallnot havetheright soto object.No suchobjectionshallbevalid unless
it is in writing signedby the objectorand unlessa copy thereofshallbe
filed with the clerk of the courthavingjurisdiction within six monthsof
the deathof the donoror promisor.Eachpersonsoobjectingshallreceive
thesharehe would havereceivedif theentiregift hadbeeninvalid or the
promisehadbeenunenforceable,andthe balance,if any,of the gift and
promiseshallbe valid andenforceable.

Section2. Theactof May 16, 1939 (P.L.141),entitled“An actto make
void all gifts for religious or charitableusesto takeeffect on the deathof
the donorunlessmadeat leastthirty daysbeforesuchdeath,andto make
unenforceableall promisesto give realor personalpropertyfor suchuses
unless madeat least thirty days before the death of the promisor,” is
repealed.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
