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Amending the act of May 2, 1945 (P.L.382),entitled “An act providing for the
incorporationas bodiescorporateandpolitic of ‘Authorities’ for municipalities,
countiesand townships; prescribingthe rights, powers and duties of such
Authorities heretoforeor hereafterincorporated;authorizingsuchAuthorities
to acquire,construct,improve,maintainandoperateprojects,andto borrow
moneyandissuebondstherefor;providing for thepaymentof suchbonds,and
prescribingthe rights of the holdersthereof;conferringthe right of eminent
domainon suchAuthorities;authorizingsuchAuthoritiesto enterintocontracts
with andto acceptgrantsfrom theFederalGovernmentor anyagencythereof;
andconferringexclusivejurisdictionon certaincourtsover rates,”authorizing
Authoritiesto appointpolice officers and grantingthem powers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. SubsectionB of section4, act of May 2, 1945 (P.L.382),
known as the “Municipality Authorities Act of 1945,” is amendedby
addinga clauseto read:

Section 4. PurposesandPowers;General.__** *

B. Every Authority is hereby granted, and shall have and may
exerciseall powersnecessaryor convenientfor the carrying out of the
aforesaidpurposes,including but without limiting the generalityof the
foregoing,the following rights and powers:

***

(v) To appoint police officers who shall have the same rights as
other peaceofficers in the Commonwealthwith respectto the property
of the Authority.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
