A JOINT RESOLUTION

HB 1788

Proposingan amendmentto articleseven,sectiononeof the Constitutionof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniafurther providing for the qualificationsof
electors.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
resolvesas follows:

Section 1. The following amendmentto the Constitution of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniais proposed in accordancewith the
provisionsof the eleventharticle thereof:

That section one, article seven of the Constitution of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniabe amendedto read:

Section1. Qualificationsof Electors.—~Everycitizentwenty-oneyearsof
age, possessingthe following qualifications,shall be entitled to vote at all
electionssubject,however,to suchlawsrequiringandregulatingtheregistration
of electorsas the GeneralAssemblymay enact.

1. Heorsheshallhavebeenacitizen of theUnitedStatesatleastenemonth.
2. He or sheshall haveresidedin the Stateninety (90) daysimmediately

precedingthe election.
3. He or sheshallhaveresidedin the electiondistrictwhereheor sheshall

offer to vote at leastsixty (60) daysimmediatelyprecedingtheelection,except
that if qualified to vote in an electiondistrictprior to removalof residence,he
or shemay,if a residentof Pennsylvania,vote in the electiondistrict from which
he or she removedhis or her residencewithin sixty (60) days precedingthe
election.] The GeneralAssemblyshall by law declarethequalifications
ofelectors.
