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AN ACT

SB 99

Amendingtheact of June22, 1931 (P.L.720,No.262),entitled“An act providin
for thetakingoverby the Commonwealth,undercertainterms,conditionsan
limitations, of certainstreetsin cities of the secondclass,secondclassA, and
third class as State highways, and for the improvement, construction,
reconstruction,resurfacingandmaintenanceby theCommonwealthof certain
definedwidthsof saidstreets;imposingdutieson suchcitiesandon publicutility
companiesusingsuchstreets;providingthatnoassessmentshallbemadeupon
the Commonwealth in the elimination of any grade crossing thereon;
authorizing cities, persons, associations,or corporations to enter into
agreementswith the Commonwealth to bear a portion of the cost of
constructionor maintenance;providing for the assessmentof certainportions
of thecostof streetimprovementson abuttingpropertyowners;regulatingthe
replacementof certain facilities of public utility companies;prohibiting the
openingof said streetsafter improvementwithout a permit, andproviding
penalty therefor; regulating the maintenanceof detours; authorizing the
increaseof city indebtednessin certaincases;andappropriatingmoneyin the
Motor LicenseFundfor thepurposesof this act,” changingandaddingroutes
in the City of Reading.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Thefollowing routesestablishedin section2, actofJune22,
1931 (P.L.720,No.262),entitled “An act providingfor the taking overby
the Commonwealth,undercertain terms,conditionsand limitations, of
certainstreetsin cities of the secondclass,secondclassA, andthird class
asStatehighways,andfor theimprovement,construction,reconstruction,
resurfacingand maintenanceby the Commonwealthof certain defined
widths of said streets;imposingdutieson suchcitiesandon public utility
companiesusingsuchstreets;providingthatno assessmentshallbemade
upon the Commonwealthin the elimination of any grade crossing
thereon;authorizingcities,persons,associations,or corporationsto enter
into agreementswith the Commonwealthto bearaportion of the cost of
construction or maintenance;providing for the assessmentof certain
portionsof thecost of streetimprovementson abuttingpropertyowners;
regulatingthereplacementofcertainfacilities of public utility companies;
prohibiting the opening of said streets after improvementwithout a
permit, and providing penalty therefor; regulating the maintenanceof
detours;authorizingtheincreaseof city indebtednessin certaincases;and
appropriatingmoneyin the Motor LicenseFundfor the purposesof this
act,” areamendedto read:

Section2. The city streetsto be takenover,under the provisionsof
this act, in cities hereinafternamed,shallbe designatedby numbers,to
be hereafterassignedby the Secretaryof Highways, and aresituateand
describedas follows:
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L. R. 146. Beginningat apoint on the line dividing the Boroughof
Mount Penn and the City of Reading, and extending in a westerly
direction over Mineral Spring Road to a point at the intersectionof
Mineral Spring Road and PerkiomenAvenue; thenceover Perkiomen
Avenue to a point at the intersectionof PerkiomenAvenueand Penn
Street [; thenceover Penn Street to a point at the intersection of Penn Street
andEighth Street; continuing at the intersectionof Sixth StreetandPennStreet;
thence in a westerlydirection over PennStreet to a point at the intersectionof
Penn Street and Fifth Street], in the City of Reading, a distance of about
[1.47] 1.25miles.

L. R. 149. Beginningat apoint on the line dividing theBorough of
West Readingand the City of Reading; and extending in an easterly
directionoverPennStreetto apoint at theintersectionof PennStreetand
[Fifth Street] SecondStreetin the City of Reading,adistanceof about[.93]
.44of a mile.

Section 2. The following routes establishedin section 2 of the act,
amendedJune25, 1937 (P.L.2320,No.444),areamendedto read:

Section2. * * *

L. R. 310. Beginningat apoint on theintersectionof ChestnutStreet
and Bingaman Street; thence, westerly over ChestnutStreet to the
intersectionof ChestnutStreet and Fourth Street; thence beginning
again at the intersection of Franklin Streetand Fourth Street; thence
westerlyover Franklin Streetto theintersectionofFranklin Streetand
SecondStreet; thencein a northerly direction over SecondStreet to a
point at theintersectionof SecondStreetandWashingtonStreet;thence
in a westerly direction over Washington Street to a point at the
intersectionof WashingtonStreetandFrontStreet;thencein anortherly
direction over Front Streetto a point at the intersectionOf Front Street
andSchuylkillAvenue;thencein anorthwesterlydirectionoverSchuylkill
Avenue to a point on the line dividing the City of Readingand the
Townshipof Bern, in the City of Reading,a distanceof about[3.14] 3.03
miles.

L. R. 06209. Beginningat the intersectionof [EleventhStreetandPenn
Street; thence over Eleventh Street to the intersection] Franklin Streetand
Eleventh Street; thence over Eleventh Street to the intersection of
Eleventhand Walnut Streets,in the City of Reading,Berks County, a
distanceof about[0.22] 0.33of amile.

Section 3. The following route establishedin section 2 of the act,
amendedJune3, 1933 (P.L.1492,No.326),is amendedto read:

Section2. * * *

L. R. 06113. Beginningat apoint on PricetownRoad,on thedividing
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line betweentheCity of ReadingandMuhlenbergTownship;thenceover
PricetownRoad to the intersectionof PricetownRoadandMarion Street
[; thenceover Marion Street to the intersectionof Marion Streetand Ninth
Street],in the City of Reading,a distanceof about[1.50] 1.07miles.

Section4. Thefollowing routesareaddedto section2 of theactin the
City of Readingto read:

Section 2. The city streetsto be takenover, underthe provisionsof
this act, in cities hereinafternamed,shallbe designatedby numbers,to
be hereafterassignedby the Secretaryof Highways, andaresituate and
describedas follows:

L. R. 06232. Beginning at the intersection of Perkiomen Avenue
andFranklin Street; thencein a westerlydirection overFranklin Street
to the intersectionof Franklin Streetand Fourth Streetin the City of
Reading,Berks County, a distanceof about 0.85mile.

L. R. 06233. Beginning at the intersectionof Eleventh Streetand
Washington Street; thence in a westerly direction over Washington
Streetto theintersectionof WashingtonStreetandSecondStreetin the
City of Reading,Berks County, a distanceof about 0.93 mile.
