Amending the act of August 9, 1955 (P.L.323, No.130), entitled “An act relating
to counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; amending,
revising, consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto,” removing fee
provisions for deputy coroners.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 1231, act of August 9, 1955 (P.L.323, No.130),
known as “The County Code,” is amended to read:

Section 1231. Deputies.—The coroner may appoint one or more
deputies to act in his place and stead, as he may deem proper and
necessary. Such deputy or deputies shall have the same powers as the
coroner. [In counties of the fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth classes, such deputies
shall receive the same fees as the coroner.]

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
