Section1. Section1401,actofJune23, 1931 (P.L.932,No.317),known
as “The Third ClassCity Code,” reenactedandamendedJune28, 1951
(P.L.662,No.164), is amendedto read:

Section 1401. Qualifications.—The city treasurer shall be a
competentaccountant,at least[twenty-five] twenty-oneyearsof age,and
shallhavebeena residentof thecity for at leastoneyearnextprior to his
election. He shallresidein the city throughouthis term of office.
