Amendingthe actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69), entitled “An actconcernin
townships of the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating,an
changingthe law relating thereto,”furtherproviding for the compensationof
the townshipsecretary.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section540, actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,No.69),known as
“The SecondClassTownship Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10,
1947 (P.L.1481,No.567) and amendedApril 27,1965(P.L.23, No.20), is
amendedto read:

Section 540. Duties and Compensation.—Thesecretary in each
townshipshallbe clerkto theboardof supervisors.Heshallkeeparecord
of the proceedingsof saidofficers in a minutebook in which he shall also
recordall courtordersrelativeto thelaying out,openingandvacatingof
roads.Theminutebook, accountbookandotherfinancialrecordsshallbe
carefully preservedby the secretaryand shall be turned over to his
successorin office. Miscellaneousrecordsand papersof the township
otherthan theminutebookandaccountbookmaybedestroyedwith the
consentof the supervisorsafter thelapseof six yearsfrom thedateof such
records.

The secretaryshallprepareandwrite the annualtax duplicateof the
township, and shall receive such salary, wagesor other compensation
therefor as shall be fixed by the township supervisors.The [combined]
amount paid to the secretaryand treasureras salary, wagesor other
compensationfor services[exclusiveof the compensationfor the preparation
of the annualtax duplicate,shallnot exceedthreeper centumof the moneypaid
out by the treasurer, but it shall not be lessthan seventy-fivedollars perannum,
and the calculation of such maximum compensation shall not include any
percentageupon moneyspaid out by the treasurer for the repayment of loans,
notes,certificates, or otherevidencesof indebtedness,or otherborrowed moneys]
shall be determined by the board of supervisors,except that where a
supervisoris servingassecretaryand/or treasurer theauditorsshailfix
the compensation.

Thesecretaryshallinform all membersof theboardof supervisorsof all
functionsandmeetings,including specialmeetingsof the board.
