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AN ACT

SB 393

Amending the act of November 10, 1965 (P.L.721, No.346), entitled “An act
relating to anthracite coal mines; amending,revising, consolidating and
changingthe laws relating thereto;providing for the health and safety of
personsemployedin andaboutthe anthracitecoalminesof Pennsylvania,and
for the protection and preservation of property connected therewith;
prescribingpowersanddutiesin connectiontherewith;prescribingpenalties,
and repealing existing laws,” further providing for the training and
compensationof mine rescuecrews.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 132,act of November10, 1965 (P.L.721, No.346),
known as the “PennsylvaniaAnthracite Coal Mine Act,” is amendedto
read:

Section 132. Mine Rescue Crews.—The secretary is hereby
authorizedto havetrainedandemployedat the rescuestationsoperated
by the department,suchrescuecrewsashe may deemnecessary.Each
memberof a rescuecrew shalldevote[four hourseachmonth] adequate
time for training purposesas determinedby the secretary,and shallbe
availableat all timesto assistin rescuework at explosions,mine fires and
recoverywork. [Regularmembersshall receivefor such servicesthe sum of
sevendollars ($7) per month, andcaptainsshall receiveeight dollars ($8) per
month,] Membersof themine rescuecrewsshall becompensatedat rates
commensuratefor the area asdeterminedby thesecretaryandpayable
on requisitionapprovedby the secretary,andsuchothersums,to bepaid
by the operatingcompany,as may be agreedupon when engagedin
rescueworkat explosions,mine firesor recoverywork. Thesecretarymay
removeany memberof a rescuecrew at any time.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
