AN ACT

SB 162

Amending the act of February 1, 1966 (P.L.1656, No.581), entitled “An act
concerningboroughs, and revising, amending and consolidating the law
relating to boroughs,” furtherproviding for the saleof realproperty.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (4) of section 1201, act of February 1, 1966
(P.L.1656,No.581),known as “The BoroughCode,” is amendedto read:

Section 1201. GeneralPowers.—Aboroughmay:

(4) Purchase,acquireby gift, or otherwise,hold, lease,let andconvey,
by sale or lease,suchrealandpersonalpropertyasshallbe deemedto be
to the bestinterestof the borough:Provided,That no realestateowned
by the boroughshallbe sold for a considerationin excessof [five hundred
dollars ($500),] fifteen hundred dollars ($1500), except to the highest
bidder after due notice by advertisementfor bids in one newspaperof
generalcirculationin theborough.Suchadvertisementshallbepublished
oncenot less thanten daysprior to the datefixed for theopeningof bids,
andsuchdatefor openingbidsshallbe announcedin suchadvertisement.
Theacceptanceof bidsshallbe madeonly by public announcementat a
regular or specialmeetingof council. All bids shallbe acceptedon the
conditionthat paymentof the purchasepricein full shallbe madewithin
sixtydaysof theacceptanceof bids. Realestateownedby a borough may
be sold at a consideration of fifteen hundred dollars ($1500) or less
without advertisement or competitive bidding only after council
estimatesthevalue thereofupon receiptof an appraisal by a qualified
real estateappraiser.

Except as otherwise hereinafter provided in the case of personal
propertyofanestimatedsalevalueof lessthantwo hundreddollars ($200),
no boroughpersonalpropertyshallbe disposedof, by sale or otherwise,
except upon approvalof council, by ordinanceor resolution. In cases
wherecouncil shallapprovea saleof suchproperty, it shallestimatethe
salevalueof the entire lot to be disposedof. If councilshallestimatethe
salevalue to be two hundreddollars ($200)or more, the entire lot shall
be advertised for sale once, in at least one newspaperof general
circulation in the borough,not less than ten daysprior to the datefixed
for the opening of bids, and such date of opening of bids shall be
announcedin suchadvertisement,andsale of the propertyso advertised
shallbemadeto thebestresponsiblebidder. Councilshallhaveauthority,
by resolution, to adopt a procedurefor the sale of surplus personal
propertyof anestimatedsalevalueof lessthantwo hundreddollars($200)
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andthe approvalof council shallnot be requiredfor any individual sale
that shallbe madein conformity to suchprocedure.

The provisionsof this clauseshall not be mandatorywhere borough
property is to be tradedin or exchangedfor new boroughproperty.

The provisionsof this clauserequiring advertisingfor bids and sale to
the highest bidder shall not apply where borough real or personal
propertyis tobesoldto amunicipalauthoritypursuantto theMunicipality
AuthoritiesAct of 1945,is to be sold to anon-profit corporationengaged
in communityindustrialdevelopmentor whererealpropertyIstob~scrid
to a personfor his exclusiveusein an industrial developmentprogram.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
