Amending the act of August 6, 1963 (P.L.511, No.267), entitled “An act
authorizingpolicein pursuitof felonsto arrest,with or withouta warrant,such
felons beyondthe territorial limits of the political subdivision in which the
felony occurred,”extendingthe act to the commissionof misdemeanorsand
summaryoffenses.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The title and section 1, act of August 6, 1963 (P.L.511,
No.267),entitled“An act authorizingpolice in pursuitof felonsto arrest,
with or without awarrant, suchfelonsbeyondthe territorial limits of the
political subdivisionin which the felonyoccurred,”areamendedto read:

AN ACT

Authorizing police in pursuit of felons or personswho havecommitted
misdemeanorsor summary offensesto arrest, with or without a
warrant, such [felons] offendersbeyond the territorial limits of the
political subdivision in which the [felony] offenseoccurred.
Section1. Any policeofficer in theemploy of acounty,city, borough,

town or township may arrest,with or without a warrant, any felon or
personwho hascommitteda misdemeanororsummaryoffensebeyond
the territorial limits of the political subdivisionemployingsuchofficer for
[a felony] such offensecommittedby the [felon] offender within the
political subdivisionemployingthe policeofficer if suchofficer continues
in pursuitof the [felon] offenderafter commissionof the [felony] offense:
Provided, however,That a police officer shall exerciseonly thepower
ofarrest that he would have if he were acting within the territorial
limits of thepolitical subdivisionemployinghim.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
