Amendingtheactof April 29, 1959 (P.L.58,No.32),entitled “An actconsolidating
andrevising theVehicle Code,the TractorCode,the Motor Vehicle Financial
ResponsibilityAct andotheractsrelatingto the ownership,possessionanduse
of vehiclesandtractors,” furtherproviding for signallamps.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(c) of section802,act of April 29, 1959(P.L.58,
No.32), known as “The Vehicle Code,” amendedSeptember16, 1961
(P.L.1373,No.612),August 26, 1965 (P.L.382,No.198)andJuly 22, 1970
(P.L.590,No.198), is amendedto read:

Section 802. Additional Lights andDevices.—
***

(c) Signal Lamps.—Everymotor vehicle and every combination of
vehicles,exceptfertilizer trailersmanufacturedbeforeJanuary1, 1969,
shallbe equippedwith signallampsas follows:

(1) At least two (2) stop lampsshallbe mountedon the rear, except
whereone(1) stoplamp is authorized,which lamp or lampsshalldisplay
a red,yellow or amberlight, or anyshadeof colorbetweenredandyellow,
visible from a distanceof not less thanonehundred(100)feet to the rear
in normalsunlight,which shallbeactuateduponapplicationof theservice
(foot) brakeandwhich maybut neednotbe incorporatedwith one(1) or
moreotherrearlamps.No stoplampmaybe combinedwith a turn signal
lamp unlessthe arrangementof switchesor otherparts is suchthat the
stoplight is alwaysextinguishedwhentheturn signalis in use.ClassA turn
signalsor ClassB turn signalsmay be usedas stoplamps.

(2) Every motor vehicle or combination of motor vehicles shallbe
equippedwith two (2) signallampson the front andtwo (2) signallamps
on the rear which, when actuatedby a switch, shall flash on the side
towardwhich thevehiclemovesin turning,changingfrom onetraffic lane
to another,or enteringthe traffic streamfrom a parkedposition.Turn
signallampson or facing thefront shallbe white, amberor any shadeof
color betweenwhite and amber.Turn signalson or facing the rearshall
be red, yellow, amberor any shadeof color betweenred andyellow.
Simultaneousflashingof two (2) front and two (2) rearsignallampsshall
indicatea vehicular traffic hazardrequiringunusualcarein approaching,
overtakingor passing.Signal lampson every commercialmotor vehicle
having a registeredcapacitygross weight of eleven thousand(11,000)
poundsor moreandhaving a width of eighty (80) inchesor more, trailer,
semi-trailer,motor omnibusor motor bus shallbe ClassA Type I signal
lamps.On othervehiclestheymaybe ClassB signallamps.No turn signal
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lamp or lampsshallbe usedto give courtesyor “do pass”signals.Turn
signallampsshallnot beflashedon oneside only on aparkedor disabled
vehicle.

(3) [Whena vehicleis equippedwith anelectricalsignaldevice,suchdevice
shall be of a type which at the time of its use is approvedby the secretary.]
Simultaneousflashingofthetwo (2)front and two (2) rear signal lamps
shall indicate a vehicular traffic hazard requiring unusual care in
approaching,overtaking,or passing.Theoperatorofa vehicleequipped
with simultaneousflashing signals shall usesuch signals when the
vehicle is stoppedor disabledon a public highway, exceptwhensuch
vehicle is stoppedin compliancewith a traffic control deviceor when
legally parked. The requirementofthis clausein no way supersedesor
replacesthe requirementsofsubsections(d) and (g) ofsection836, and
operatorsof vehiclescomplyingwith subsections(d) and (g) ofsection
836shall not beprosecutedfor failure to complywith the requirements
of this clause.

(4) The operator ofa vehicleequippedwith simultaneousflashing
signalsshall usesuchsignalswhenthevehicle is unableto maintaina
speedof twenty-five(25) miles per hour.

(5) The operatorof a vehicleequippedwith simultaneousflashing
signalsshall usesuchsignalswhenthevehicleis unableto complywith
an establishedminimumspeedofforty (40) miles per hourasprovided
for in subsection(g) of section1002.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating any of the provisionsof this section,or
any personwho shall use a warning lamp of the type authorizedby
subsection(d) of this section while a vehicle is in motion, shall, upon
summaryconvictionbeforeamagistrate,be sentencedto payafine of ten
dollars($10.00)and costsof prosecution,and, in default of the payment
thereof,shallundergoimprisonmentfor not morethan five (5) days.
