Amendingtheact of December5, 1936(1937 P.L.2897,No.1), entitled “An act
establishingasystemof unemploymentcompensationto beadministeredhy-the
Departmentof LaborandIndustryandits existingandnewlycreatedagencies
with personnel(with certain exceptions)selectedon a civil service basis;
requiringemployersto keeprecordsandmakereports,andcertainemployers
to pay contributionsbasedon payrolls to providemoneysfor the paymentof
compensationto certain unemployedpersons; providing procedureand
administrativedetails for the determination,paymentand collectionof such
contributionsandthepaymentof suchcompensation;providingiorcooperation
with the FederalGovernmentand its agencies;creatingcertainspecialfunds
in the custodyof theState Treasurer;andprescribingpenalties,”raising the
amountof moneythatmaybeexpendedfrom theSpecialAdministrationFund
by the Secretaryof Laborand Industry.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsections(b) and (c) of section601.1,actof December5,
1936 (1937 P.L.2897, No.1), known as “The Unemployment Com-
pensationLaw,” amendedMay 17, 1957(P.L.153,No.72),areamendedto
read:

Section601.1. SpecialAdministrationFund.— * * *

(b) Any other provisionsof this act notwithstanding,no more than
[seventy-fivethousanddollars ($75,000.00)]two hundredthousanddollars
($200,000) shall be expended from the moneys in the Special
AdministrationFundin anyfiscal year;andat the close-ofeach-fiscalyear
all moneysin thefund in excessof [seventy-fivethousand-dollars($75,000~00)]
two hundred thousanddollars ($200,000)shall be transferredto the
Unemployment CompensationFund and credited to the Employers’
ContributionAccountasspecifiedin sectionsix hundredone.

(c) All moneysin excessof [seventy-fivethousanddollars ($75,000.00)]
two hundredthousanddollars ($200,000)in the SpecialAdministration
Fund on the effectivedateof theseamendmentsshallbe paidinto the
Unemployment CompensationFund and credited to the Employers’
ContributionAccountas specifiedin sectionsix hundredone.
