Amendingthe act of August9, 1955 (P.L.323,No.130), entitled “An act relating
tocountiesof the third,fourth,fifth, sixth,seventhandeighthclasses~amending,~
revising, consolidatingand changing the laws relating thereto,” changing
provisionsrelating to burial expensesof deceasedserviceperson’sspouse.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections1910 and 1911, act of August9, 1955 (P.L.323,
No.130), known as “The County Code,” amendedNovember5, 1971
(P.L.510,No.120), areamendedto read:

Section 1910. Burial of [Widows] Spouses of Deceased Service
Persons.—Upondue application and proof, the county is hereby
authorizedanddirectedto contributethesumof seventy-fivedollars($75)
andmaycontributeanadditionalsumof twenty-fivedollars~25) from the
county funds towardsthe funeral expensesof any [widow] spouseof any
[male] deceasedserviceperson,who at the time of his orher deathhad
a legalresidencein thecounty,whetheror not heorshediedin thecounty
andwhetheror not he or shewasburied in the county.The countyshall
not contributeany moneystoward the funeral expensesof any [widow]
spouseof a deceasedservicepersonwho had remarriedafter the death
of suchdeceasedserviceperson,nor unlessapplicationfor the payment
of suchmoneysshallbe madewithin oneyearafter thedateof thedeath
of such[widow.] spouse.

Section1911. Payment.—(a)It shallbe thedutyof thecountyto cause
avouchercheckto bedrawnupon thetreasuryof their countyin -the-sum
of seventy-fivedollars ($75),or onehundreddollars($100)if theadditional
sum of twenty-five dollars ($25) is authorized,for eachbody buried in
accordancewith the provisionsof this subdivision,to be paid out of the
funds of the county, and such checks shall be made payable to the
applicantor applicantsif the applicationshowsthat the funeralexpenses
havebeenpaid,otherwiseto theundertakerperformingtheserviceswith
notice to the applicant.

(b) Application for suchcontributionshallbe madeby the personal
representativeof suchdeceasedservice[man] personor deceasedservice
[man’s widow,] person‘s spouse,if therebe suchpersonalrepresentative,
and if no suchpersonalrepresentativehasqualified then by any nextof
kin, individual, or veterans’ organization, who or which assumes
responsibility for the cost of burial of the body. The applicationshallbe
sustainedby affidavit as to the facts.

(c) The applicationshallbe on forms prescribedby the Department
of Military Affairs andshall setforth whetheror not the funeralexpenses
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havebeenpaid. The applicationshall haveattachedtheretoa certified
copyof the deathcertificateandan affidavit by the undertaker,who had
chargeof the burial of thebody, andto the effect that theundertakerdid
rendersuchservice.
