The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following sums are herebyappropriatedfor the
periods and purposesspecified from moneys in the Land and Water
DevelopmentFundderivedfrom theissuanceandsaleof bondsandnotes
pursuantto theactofJanuary19, 1968 (P.L.996,No.443),knownas “The
Land andWater Conservationand ReclamationAct”:

(1) The sumof forty million dollars ($40,000,000),or asmuch thereof
asmaybenecessary,is herebyappropriatedfor two fiscalyearsbeginning
July 1, 1973, to the Departmentof EnvironmentalResourcesfor the
purposesspecifiedin clause(1) of subsection(a) of section16 of the act.

(2) The sum of twenty-five million dollars ($25,000,000),or asmuch
thereofasmay be necessary,is herebyappropriatedfor two fiscal years
beginningJuly 1, 1973,to theDepartmentof EnvironmentalResources,
FishandGameCommissionandHistoricalandMuseumCommissionfor
thepurposesspecifiedin clause(3) of subsection(a) of section-16of theact.

(3) Thesumoffifteen million dollars($15,000,000),or asmuchthereof
as maybenecessary,is herebyappropriatedfor two fiscalyearsbeginning
July 1, 1973,to theDepartmentof CommunityAffairs andtheadditional
sumof fifteen million dollars ($15,000,000),or asmuch thereofasmay be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfor two fiscal yearsbeginningJuly 1,
1973 to theDepartmentof CommunityAffairs for the purposesspecified
in clause(4) of subsection(a) of section16 of the act. Expendituresfrom
such appropriationshall not be subject to the limitation set forth in
subsection(c) of section 16 of this act. The balanceof the foregoing
appropriation which remains unexpended, unencumbered or
uncommittedafterJune30, 1975, shallnot lapsebut shallremainto the
credit of the Departmentof Community Affairs until expendedin
accordancewith the provisionsof this appropriation.

Section2. This actshall take effectJuly 1, 1973.
