HB 850

To provide for the expensesof the Executive, Legislative and Judicial
Departmentsof theCommonwealth,the publicdebtandfor thepublic schools
for thefiscal year July 1, 1973 to June30, 1974,andfor the paymentof bills
incurredandremainingunpaidat thecloseof the fiscalperiodendingJune30,
1973.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Thisact shall be known andmaybe cited as“The General
AppropriationAct of 1973.”

Section 2. The following sums, or as much thereof as may be
necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom the GeneralFundto
theseveralhereinafternamedagenciesof the Executive,Legislativeand
Judicial Departmentsof the Commonwealthfor the payment of the
salaries,wagesor other compensationand travel expenseof the duly
electedor appointedofficers and employesof the Commonwealth,for
payment of fees of contractualservicesrendered,for the purchaseor
rental of goods,services,printing, equipment,land andbuildings andfor
payment of any other expenses,as provided by law or by this act,
necessaryfor theproperconductof theduties,functionsandactivitiesand
for thepurposeshereinafterset forth for thefiscal yearbeginningJuly 1,
1973,andfor the paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat the
closeof the fiscal period endingJune30, 1973.

bondsfor volunteerworkers,premiumson employegrouplife insurance,
andemployeandretired employegrouphospitalandmedicalinsurance,
payment of Commonwealth share of social security taxes and
unemploymentcompensationcosts for State employes,the purchaseof
replacementor additional equipment and machinery and all other
incidentalcostsandexpenses,including paymentto the Departmentof
Property and Supplies of mileage and other chargesfor the’ use of
automobilesandrentalpaymentsfor permanentlyassignedautomobiles
andof expensesor costsof servicesincurredthroughthePurchasingFund.
Theterm“expenses”alsoshallinclude themedicalcostsfor thetreatment
of inmatesof Stateinstitutionswhentheinmatemustbetransferredto an
outsidehospital: Provided,That in no caseshall the State institution pay
more for patient care than that provided under the State medical
assistanceprogram.

Section7. Purchaseof supplies,materialsandequipmentshallnot be
deemedto be committedor encumbereduntil contractscoveringsaid
purchasehavebeenenteredinto with the vendors.

Section 8. In addition to the amounts appropriatedby this act,
moneysreceivedin paymentfor foodandhouseholdsuppliesfurnishedto
employesandotherpersons,exceptinmatesby aninstitution,andmoneys
receivedfromtheproceedsfrom thesaleof anyproduet-s-~fthesoil,meats,
livestock,timber, or othermaterialssold by thedepartmentshallbe paid
into the GeneralFundandare herebyappropriatedout of the General
Fund to the several respective institutions for the operation and
maintenanceof said institutions.

Further,in additionto theamountsappropriatedby this act,all moneys
receivedfrom the FederalGovernment,or transferredto the General
Fundfrom the FederalRevenueSharingTrust Fund or from any other
sourceascontributionsfor the programsprovided herein,or aspayment
for servicesor materialsfurnishedby one institution to another,except
thosecollectionsdesignatedas revenues,shallbe paid into the General
Fund and are hereby appropriatedout of the GeneralFund for the
purposesof the respectiveappropriations.

Section 9. That part of all appropriationsin this act unexpended,
uncommittedand unencumberedasof June30, 1974 shallautomatically
lapseas of that date.

Section 10. The provisions of this act shall be severable.If any
provisionof this act is found by a court of recordto be unconstitutional
and void, the remainingprovisionsof the act shallnevertheless,remain
valid unlessthecourtfinds thevalid provisionsof thelawaresoessentially
inseparablyconnectedwith and dependupon the void provisionthat it
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cannot be presumedthe GeneralAssembly would have enactedthe
remainingvalid provisionswithout thevoid one,or unlessthecourt finds
the remainingvalid provisions standingalone are incompletedand are
incapableof being executedin accordancewith the legislative intent.

Section 11. This act shall takeeffectJuly 1, 1973.
