REORGANIZATION PLAN NO. 7 OF 1973

Section1. The functions,powersanddutiesof the Attorney General
with regardto thecollectionof dataoncrime fromanypolicedepartment
within the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,and the tabulation and
reportingof suchstatistics,as set forth in sections924 and925 of theact
of April 9, 1929(P.L.177,No.175),knownas“TheAdministrativeCodeof
1929,” are transferredto the Commissionerof the PennsylvaniaState
Police.

Section2. Thereareherebytransferredto the Commissionerof the
PennsylvaniaState Police to be used, employed and expendedin
connectionwith the functions,powersanddutiestransferredby section
1 of this ReorganizationPlan,therecordsandequipmentnowbeingused
or held in connectionwith such functions; the personnelemployedin
connectionwith suchfunctions;andthe unexpendedfundsavailableor to
be madeavailablefor usein connectionwith suchfunctions.

Section3. Sections924 and925of theactof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,
No.175),knownas “The Administrative Codeof 1929,” aresuspendedin
so far as theyare in conflict with this ReorganizationPlan.

Section4. The Commissionerof the PennsylvaniaStatePolice shall
providethe Attorney Generalwith suchcriminal justicestatisticsas the
Attorney General shall require on a periodic basis to be mutually
determinedby the Attorney Generaland the Commissionerof the
PennsylvaniaStatePolice.

Section5. This ReorganizationPlanshall takeeffect immediately.

(ReorganizationPlan No. 7 of 1973, transmitted to the General
Assemblyon September17, 1973,wasapprovedby amajority voteof the
duly electedmembershipof eachHouseof the GeneralAssembly,thelast
approvalhaving occurredon October10, 1973.)
