HB 1746

To provide for the expensesof the Executive, Legislative and Judicial
Departmentsof the Commonwealth,the public debt and for the public
schoolsfor thefiscalyearJuly1, 1974to June30, 1975,andfor thepaymentof
bills incurredand remainingunpaid at the closeof the fiscal periodending
June 30, 1974; and providing for subpoena powers for legislative
appropriationcommittees.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Thisactshallbeknownandmaybecitedas“TheGeneral
AppropriationAct of 1974.”

Section 2. The following sums, or as much thereof as may be
necessary,are herebyspecifically appropriatedfrom the GeneralFund
to the severalhereinafternamedagenciesof the Executive,Legislative
andJudicialDepartmentsof theCommonwealthfor thepaymentof the
salaries,wagesor othercompensationandtravel expenseof the duly
electedor appointedofficersandemployeesof theCommonwealth,for
payment of fees of contractualservicesrendered,for the purchaseor
rentalof goods,services,printing, equipment,landandbuildingsand
for paymentof anyotherexpenses,as providedby law or by thisact,
necessaryfor the properconductof theduties,functionsandactivities
andfor the purposeshereinafterset forth for the fiscalyearbeginning
July 1, 1974andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaid
at the closeof the fiscal periodendingJune30, 1974.

reconstructionof equipment,buildingsandfacilities, rentof realestate
and equipment, premiums on workmen’s compensation,insurance
premiums on policies of liability insurance,premiums on medical
paymentinsuranceandsuretybondsfor volunteerworkers,premiums
on employeegrouplife insurance,andemployeeandretired employee
group hospital and medical insurance,paymentof Commonwealth

shallbepaidinto the GeneralFundandareherebyappropriatedout of
theGeneralFundto the severalrespectiveinstitutionsfor theoperation
andmaintenanceof said institutions.

Further, in addition to the amountsappropriatedby this act, all
moneys received from the FederalGovernment,or from any other
sourceascontributionsfor theprogramsprovidedherein,oraspayment
for servicesormaterialsfurnishedby one institutionto another,except
thosecollectionsdesignatedas revenues,shall bepaidinto the General
Fund and are herebyappropriatedout of the GeneralFund for the
purposesof the respectiveappropriations.

Section9. That part of all appropriationsin this act unexpended,
uncommittedandunencumberedasof June30,1975shallautomatically
lapseas of that date.

Section 10. The provisions of this act shall be severable.If any
provisionof thisact isfound by acourt of recordto beunconstitutional
andvoid, the remainingprovisionsof theact shallnevertheless,remain
valid unless the court finds the valid provisions of the law are so
essentially inseparablyconnectedwith and dependupon the void
provisionthat it cannotbepresumedtheGeneralAssemblywouldhave
enactedthe remainingvalid provisionswithout the void one,or unless
the court finds the remaining valid provisions standingalone are
incompleteandare incapableof beingexecutedin accordancewiththe
legislative intent.

Section 11. This act shall takeeffect July 1, 1974.
