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A JOINT RESOLUTION

HB 313

Proposingan amendmentto the Constitution of the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,authorizing payment of increasedretirement benefits to
beneficiariesof members.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
resolvesas follows:

Section 1. The following amendmentto the Constitutionof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniais proposedin accordancewith the
provisionsof the eleventharticle thereof:

That section twenty-six, article three of the Constitution of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniabe amendedto read:

Section 26. Extra CompensationProhibited; Claims Against the
Commonwealth;Pensions.—Nobill shall be passedgiving any extra
compensationto any public officer, servant,employe, agent or
contractor,afterservicesshallhavebeenrenderedor contractmade,nor
providing for the paymentof any claim against the Commonwealth
without previousauthority of law: Provided,however,That nothing
in this Constitutionshallbeconstruedtoprohibit theGeneralAssembly
from authorizingthe increaseof retirement[allowancesor pensionsof]
benefitspayableto membersorbeneficiariesofmembersof a retirement
or pensionsystemnow in effect or hereafterlegally constitutedby the
Commonwealth,its politicalsubdivisions,agenciesor instrumentalities,
after the terminationof the servicesof said member.
