PROCLAMATION

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT - ARTICLES IV andV

WHEREAS, Joint ResolutionNo. I of the 1975 Sessionof the
GeneralAssemblyof Pennsylvania(SenateBill No.22,Printer’sNo. 22)
proposed to amend Articles IV and V of the Constitution of
Pennsylvaniaby amending Sections8 and 9 of Article IV and
Section 13 of Article V to provide for the exerciseof legislative
prerogativein determiningthe proportionof Senateapprovalrequired
in the constitutionalandstatutory exerciseof its power of consentto
gubernatorialappointments,thesaidamendedsectionsweretoreadas
follows:

“ARTICLE IV
THE EXECUTiVE

Section8. Appointing Power.—(a) The Governorshallappoint
anAttorney General,a Secretaryof Educationandsuchotherofficers
as he shall beauthorizedby law to appoint.The appointmentof the
AttorneyGeneral,the Secretaryof Educationandofsuchotherofficers
as may be specifiedby law, shallbesubjectto theconsentof two-thirds
or a majority of thememberselectedto theSenateasisspecifiedby law.

(b) TheGovernorshallfill vacanciesinofficesto whichheappoints
by nominatingto the Senatea properpersonto fill thevacancywithin
ninetydaysof thefirst dayof thevacancyandnotthereafter.TheSenate
shall act on eachexecutivenominationwithin twenty-five legislative
daysof its submission.If the Senatehasnotvoted upon a nomination
within fifteen legislative days following such submission,any five
membersof the Senatemay, inwriting, requestthe presidingofficer of
the Senateto place the nominationbefore the entire Senatebody
wherebythe nominationmustbevoteduponprior to theexpirationof
five legislativedaysor twenty-five legislativedaysfollowingsubmission
by the Governor,whichever occurs first. If the nomination is made
duringa recessorafteradjournmentsinedie,theSenateshallactuponit
within twenty-five legislativedaysafterits returnor reconvening.If the
Senatefor any reasonfails to act upon a nominationsubmittedto it
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within the requiredtwenty-five legislativedays,thenomineeshall take
office as if theappointmenthadbeenconsentedto by the Senate.The
Governor shall in a similar mannerfill vacanciesin the offices of
Auditor General,StateTreasurer,justice,judge,justiceofthepeaceand
in any other elective office he is authorizedto fill. In the caseof a
vacancyinanelectiveoffice,apersonshallbeelectedtotheofficeon the
next electionday appropriateto the office unlessthe first day of the
vacancyis within two calendarmonths immediately precedingthe
election day in which casethe electionshall be held on the second
succeedingelectionday appropriateto the office.

Section9. PardoningPower;Board of Pardons._** *

(b) The Boardof Pardonsshallconsistof the LieutenantGovernor
who shall be chairman, the Attorney Generaland three members
appointedby the Governorwith theconsentof two-thirdsora majority
of the memberselectedto the Senate,as is specifiedby lawfor termsof
six years. The three membersappointedby the Governorshall be
residentsof Pennsylvaniaandshallberecognizedleadersin theirfields;
oneshallbeamemberofthe bar,onea penologist,andthethird-adoctor
of medicine,psychiatristor psychologist.TheBoardshallkeeprecords
of its actions,which shall at all times be openfor public inspection.

ARTICLE V
THE JUDICIARY

Section 13. Electionof Justices,JudgesandJusticesof thePeace;
Vacancies._** *

(b) A vacancyin the office of justice,judgeor justice of the peace
shall befilled by appointmentby theGovernor.Theappointmentshall
be with the adviceand consentof two-thirds of thememberselectedto
theSenate,exceptin the caseof justicesof the peacewhichshallbebya
majority. Thepersonsoappointedshallservefor aninitial termending
on the first Mondayof Januaryfollowing the next municipal election
morethan ten monthsafter the vacancyoccurs.”

WHEREAS,The saidJoint Resolutidnwaspassedby two successive
GeneralAssembliesof Pennsylvania,and

WHEREAS, The aforesaid Constitutional Amendment was
submittedfor approvalto the qualifiedelectorsof this Commonwealth
at an election held on May 20, 1975, and

WHEREAS,The Secretaryof theCommonwealthhascertifiedto me
that the aforesaidproposedConstitutionalAmendmentwasapproved
by the electorateon the aforesaidday,

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Milton J. Shapp, Governor of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,do proclaimandpronouncethat the
aforesaidConstitutionalAmendmentwasadopted,onMay20, 1975,by
a majority of the electorsvoting thereon.
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GIVEN under my hand and the
Great Seal of the State,at the
City of Harrisburg,this twenty-
secondday of September,in the
yearone thousandnine hundred
and seventy-five, and of the
Commonwealth the two
hundredth.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT - ARTICLE VIII

WHEREAS, Joint ResolutionNo. 2 of the 1975 sessionof the
GeneralAssemblyof Pennsylvania(HouseBill No. 1762,Printer’sNo.
2256)proposedto amendArticle VIII, Section 17 of theConstitutionof
Pennsylvania,so that the GeneralAssembly may provide for tax
rebates,credits,exemptions,grants-in-aid,Statesupplementations,or
otherwise provide special provisions for individuals, corporations,
associationsor nonprofit institutions, including nonpublic schools
(whethersectarianor nonsectarian)in order to alleviatethe danger,
damage,suffering or hardshipcausedbygreatstormsor floodsof 1974
or 1975, thesaid amendedsectionwasto readas follows:

“ARTICLE VIII
TAXATION AND FINANCE

Section 17. SpecialEmergencyLegislation.—Notwithstandingany
provisionsof this Constitutionto thecontrary,the GeneralAssembly
shallhavetheauthority toenactlaws providingfor tax rebates,credits,
exemptions, grants-in-aid, State supplementations,or otherwise
providespecialprovisionsfor individuals,corporations,associationsor
nonprofit institutions,including nonpublicschools(whethersectarian
or nonsectarian)in order to alleviatethe danger,damage,suffering or
hardship faced by such individuals, corporations, associations,
institutionsor nonpublicschoolsasa result of greatStormOF floodsof
September1971, of June,1972 or of 1974, or of 1975.”

WHEREAS, The said Joint Resolutionwas passed,pursuantto
Article XI, Section1, sub-sections(a) and (b) thereofby the General
Assembly of Pennsylvania,and

WHEREAS, The aforesaid Constitutional Amendment was
submittedfor approvalto thequalIfiedelectorsof thisCommonwealth
at an electionheld on November4, 1975,and

WHEREAS,The SecretaryoftheCommonwealthhascertifiedtome

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that the aforesaidproposedConstitutionalAmendmentwasapproved
by the electorateon the aforesaidday,

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Milton J. Shapp, Governor of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,do proclaimandpronouncethat the
aforesaidConstitutionalAmendmentwasadopted,on November4,
1975, by a majority of the electorsvoting thereon.
