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AN ACT

SB 952

Amending theact of February 1, 1966 (1965P.L.1656,No.581), entitled“An act
concerningboroughs,andrevising,amendingandconsolidatingthelaw relating
to boroughs,” providing for an audit reportto be filed with thePennsylvania
Departmentof Transportation.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(d) ofsection1041,actof February1, 1966(1965
P.L.1656,No.581),known as“The BoroughCode,”amendedOctober5,
1967 (P.L.336, No.145), and October 9, 1967 (P.L.399, No.181), is
amendedto read:

Section1041. Auditors to MeetYearly,andAuditAccounts;Uniform
Forms.__* * *

(d) After suchreport hasbeenpreparedandexecutedby theauditors,
it shall be the duty of the auditors to file a copy of the reportwith the
secretaryof the borough,with theclerk of the court of [quarter sessions]
common pleas of the county, with the PennsylvaniaDepartmentof
Transportation andwith the Departmentof CommunityAffairs. Such
reportsshall befiled by the auditorsof the boroughnot later thanninety
days after the close of the fiscal year.Any auditor refusingor wilfully
neglecting to file such report shall, upon conviction in a summary
proceeding,be sentencedto pay a fine of five dollars ($5) for eachday’s
delaybeyondthe lastdayfor filing suchreportandcosts,butthe totalfine
whichmay be imposedandcollectedforanysuchoffenseshallnot-exceed
two hundreddollars ($200). If the failure to file such reportwithin the
periodspecifiedisduetothefailure of theauditorstoprepare-thest-atement
uponwhich said reportis to be based,saidfine shallbeimposeduponall of
the auditors.

Section2. This actshall takeeffect in 60 days.
