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AmendingtheactofJune24, 1931 (P.L. 1206,No.331),entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof thefirst class;amending,revising,consolidating,andchangingthe
law relating thereto,”further regulatingthe filling of a vacancyin theoffice of
commissioner.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section530, actofJune24, 1931(P.L.1206,No.331),known
as“TheFirstClassTownshipCode,”reenactedandamendedMay27,1949
(P.L.1955, No.569) and amendedApril 27, 1967 (P.L.l9, No.9), is
amendedto read:

Section530. Township Commissioners.—Whena vacancyoccursin
the office of townshipcommissionerin any township,by reasonof death,
resignation,removalfrom thetownshiporward,or otherwise,theboardof
township commissionersof such township shall fill such vacancyby
appointingby resolutionaregisteredvoterof thewardor township,as-the
case may be, in which the vacancyoccurs. If the board of township
commissionersof any townshipshalfrefuse,fail, or neglect,or beunable
for anyreasonwhatsoever,to fill suchvacancywithin thirty (30)daysafter
the vacancyoccurs,thenthecourtof [quarter sessions]commonpleasshall
uponthepetitionof twentyregisteredvotersof thewardor township,asthe
casemay be, in whichthe vacancyoccursappointa registeredvoter of the
townshipto fill the vacancy.In eitherevent,the personsoappointedshall
hold theoffice if the termthereofcontinuessolong, until thefirstMonday
in Januaryafter thefirst municipalelectionoccurringmore than-six-ty(40)-
daysafter the vacancyoccurs,atwhich electionaneligiblepersonshall be
electedfor the remainderof the termandshall havebeenaresidentof the
townshipcontinuouslyforatleastone(1)yearbeforehisappointment[and
shall hold office for the unexpired term of the personwhoseplacehe is
appointed to fill]. In townshipsdivided into wards, a commissioner
appointedby eitherthe boardof commissionersor the court of [quarter
sessions]commonpleas shall residein the ward in which the vacancy
occurredandshall haveresidedin said wardcontinuouslyfor at leastone
(1) yearbefore his appointment.
