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AN ACT

SB 851

Amending the act of August24, 1951 (P.L.1304,No.315), entitled,as amended,
“An actto improvelocal healthadministrationthroughouttheCommonwealth
by authorizingthe creation,establishmentandadministrationof single-county
or joint-county departmentsof health in all counties; exempting certain
municipalities from the jurisdiction of single-county or joint-county
departmentsof health;permittingthe dissolutionof departmentsor boardsof
health in certain municipalities;authorizingState grants to countieswhich
establish departmentsof health and to certain municipalities if they meet
prescribed requirements; conferring powers and duties upon the State
Departmentof Health in connectionwith the creation, establishmentand
administrationof single-county or joint-county departmentsof health and
administrationofthehealthlaws inpartsof certainmunicipalitiesnotsubjeet-to
thejurisdiction of single-countyor joint-countydepartmentsof health,andthe
administrationofStategrants;andrepealinganactwhichconfers-health-powers
upon counties of the first class,” providing for State grants to county
departmentsof health and certain municipalitiesfor environmentalhealth
services.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 25, act of August 24, 1951 (P.L.1304,No.315),
known asthe“Local HealthAdministrationLaw,” isamendedby addinga
subsectionto read:

Section 25. State Grants to County Departmentsof Healthand to
Certain Municipalities._* * *

(d) EnvironmentalHealth Services.—TheCommonwealthshallpay
an additionalannual grant of not more than seventy-fivecents(75e) per
capita resident to each county departmentof health or departmentor
boardof health of a municipality eligible for grants under this actfor
environmentalhealth servicesprovidedby the countyor municipality.

As used in this subsection “environmental health services”means
servicessuch as but not limited to air and noise pollution control,
restaurantandwholesalefoodinspection,rodentandvectorcontrol,water
and sewageinspection, housing codeenforcementand other similar
servicesin addition to other local healthgrantsforpublichealthservices.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
