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Amendingthe actof June27, 1939 (P.L.l207,No.405),entitled,asamended,“An
actregulatingtheappointment,promotion,suspension,reduction,removal,and
reinstatementof employes(exceptchiefsandchiefclerks)inbureaus-offire and
fire alarmoperatorsandfire box inspectorsinbureausof electricity,incities of
thesecondclass;definingthepowersanddutiesofCivil ServiceCommissions-for
such purpose in said cities; and repealinginconsistentlegislation,” further
providingforengineandtruckcompanieshousedtogetherandelirninati-ngunits.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 3.2, act of June 27, 1939 (P.L.l207, No.405),
entitled, as amended,“An act regulatingthe appointment,promotion,
suspension,reduction, removal and reinstatementof employes(except
chiefsandchiefclerks) in bureausof fire andfire alarmoperatorsandfire
box inspectorsin bureausof electricity, in cities of the secondclass;
defining the powersand dutiesof Civil ServiceCommissionsfor such
purposein saidcities;andrepealinginconsistentlegislation,”addedJuly3,
1963 (P.L.l86, No.113),is amendedto read:

Section3.2. (a) Wheneverin thecompetitiveclassofanybureauof fire
a vacancyof equal rankshall occur in another[unit or] company,the
vacancyshall befilled by transferringthe personwith thelongestperiodof
servicewithin the bureauof fire who requestssuchtransfer.Noticeof any
suchvacancyto be filled shall be prominentlypostedat all fire stations
within five days after the occurrenceof the vacancy,and any person
desiringsuch transfershall submitawritten requesttherefor within ten
daysof the posting.A vacancymaybetemporarilyfilled for aperiodnotto
exceedfifteen days.In the eventthatno personrequestssuchtransferas
abovesetforth, thevacancymay bepermanentlyfilled at the discretionof
the appointingauthority of the bureauof fire.

Driving assignmentswithin a [unit or] companyshall be madeoil the
basis of seniority within that [unit or] company.

Engine and truck companieshousedtogethershallbeconsideredto be
onecompanyexceptwherean enginecompanyanda truckcompanywith
the same numbers w’e bound together in which case they shall be
consideredonecompanyandtheothercompanyhousesin thesamefacility
shall beanothercompany.Squadcompaniesandelevatedplatformsshall
beseparatecompanies.

No such transfer or driving assignmentshall be denied the person
entitled theretoby reasonof seniority unlesssuchpersonis found to be
unableto perform the necessaryduties.Thedenialof anysuchtransferor
driving assignmentshall be inwriting,andshallstatethereasonstherefor.
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(b) Any personwho is denieda transferor who is denieda driving
assignmenttowhich heis entitledundersubsection(a) ofthis sectionshall,
upon written request,be granteda public hearingbeforetheCivil Service
Commission.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
