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AN ACT

Amending the act of January10, 1968 (1967 P.L.925,No.417),entitled “An act
relating to officersandemployesof theGeneralAssembly;fixing the number,
qualifications,compensation,mileageanddutiesof theofficersandemployesof
the Senateandof the Houseof Representatives;providingfor theirelectionor
appointment,term of office, or of service, removal and mannerof filling
vacancies;fixing the salaryof theDirectorof the LegislativeReferenceBureau;
providingforcompilationof lists of employes,”furtherprovidingfor acost-of-
living increase.

The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. TheactofJanuary10, 1968(1967P.L.925,No.417),entitled
“An act relatingto officersandemployesof the GeneralAssembly;fixing
the number, qualifications,compensation,mileage and duties of the
officersandemployesof the Senateandof the Houseof Representatives;
providing for their electionor appointment,termof office, or of service,
removalandmannerof filling vacancies;fixing thesalaryoftheDirectorof
the Legislative ReferenceBureau; providing for compilationof lists of
employes,” is amendedby addinga sectionto read:

Section55. In additionto anyamountsspecifiedheretoforein this act
or any amendmentsthereto, eachperson, other than a memberof the
GeneralAssembly,who is an employeundersection52 of this act,shall
receivean amountasa cost-of-livingincreaseequalto eightpercentQfLhe
compensation such person is receiving on the effective date of this
amendatoryact. Such amount shall be prorated to each pay period,
commencingwith thefirst payperiodoccurring after theeffectivedateof
this amendatoryact andcontinuing thereafter.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
