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Authorizing the Department of General Services!, with approval of the Governor
and the Secretary of Transportation, to sell and convey certain lots or tracts of
ground with improvements thereon situate in the Borough of Tarentum,
Allegheny County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of General Services?2, with the approval of
the Governor and the Secretary of Transportation, is hereby authorized on
behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to sell, at public sale, to the
highest bidder and convey all of the following described tracts of land with
any improvements thereon situate in the Borough of Tarentum, County of
Allegheny, in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania:

Tract No. 1

All that certain lot or piece of ground situate in the Borough of
Tarentum, County of Allegheny, in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
being part of Lots Nos. 23 and 24 in the Wood and Stewart Plan, recorded
in Recorder’s Office of Allegheny County in Plan Book Volume 20, Page
11, bounded and described as follows, to wit:
