Providingfor thepaymentof deathbenefits tothesurvivingspouseor childrenof

firemen or law enforcementofficers killed in the performanceof their duties.
TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section1. A political subdivisionshallpayto the survivingspouse,or,
if thereis no surviving spouse,the minor children, of a fireman or law
enforcementofficerof thepoliticalsubdivisionkilled in theperformanceof
hisdutiesthe sumof $25,000.The benefitshallbe payablewhetheror not
the officer was killed within the corporateboundariesof the employing
municipality.

The Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniashall pay to the survivingspouse,
or, if thereis no survivingspouse,theminorchildrenof aStatepoliceman
or other law enforcementofficer of the Commonwealthkilled in the
performanceof hisdutiesthesumof $25,000.Thebenefitshall bepayable
whether or not the officer was killed within the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania.

Upon paymentof this deathbenefit by a political subdivision,the
political subdivisionshall applyto the StateTreasurerandbereimbursed
for the totalamountby theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania.Paymentsby
theCommonwealthor reimbursementto thepoliticalsubdivisionsshallbe
madeout of the GeneralFund of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section 2. “Fireman or law enforcementofficer” meansa fireman,
peaceofficer as definedin 18 Pa.C.S.~501 (relating to definitions),public
servantconcernedin official detentionas defined in 18 Pa.C.S.~5121
(relating to escape),an officer or employeeof a State correctional
institution, guardsor employeesof county jails andprisonsor otherlaw
enforcementofficer of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaor of any
political subdivisionthereof.

Section3. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediatelyandits provisionsshall
be retroactiveto January1, 1976.
