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Providingfor the observanceofiune28ofeachyearasPennsylvaniaGermanDay.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. In recognitionof the cultural, educationaland historical
contributionsfrom their heritageto this Commonwealth,June28of each
year is set asideto commemoratethe PennsylvaniaGerman,commonly
known as Pennsylvania Dutch, and is hereby designated to be
“PennsylvaniaGermanDay.”

TheGovernoris authorizedandrequestedto issuea proclamationeach
yearcalling uponthe peopleof the Commonwealthto commemoratethe
contributionsof the PennsylvaniaGermanpeople to the history and
cultureof the Commonwealth,andto observethat day with appropriate
honorsandceremonies.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
