Amendingtheactof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175),entitled“An actprovidingfor
andreorganizingthe conductof the executiveandadministrativework of the
Commonwealthby the ExecutiveDepartmentthereofandtheadministrative
departments,boards,commissions,andofficersthereof,includingtheboardsof
trusteesof State Normal Schools,or TeachersColleges;abolishing,creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganizationof certain administrative
departments,boards,andcommissions;defining the powersanddutiesof the
Governorand other executiveandadministrativeofficers, andof the several
administrative departments,boards, commissions,and officers; fixing the
salariesof the Governor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutiveand
administrativeofficers; providing for theappointmentofcertainadministrative
officers, and of all deputiesand other assistantsand employes in certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;andprescribingthemannerin whichthe
numberandcompensationof thedeputiesandall otherassistantsandemployes
of certain departments,boards and commissions shall be determined,”
authorizingtheDepartmentofEnvironmentalResourcesto leasecertain~ri-ghts-
of-way acrossStatepropertyunderthejurisdiction of the department.

The GeneralAssembly of theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Theact of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175),knownas“The
Administrative Codeof 1929,” is amendedby addinga sectionto read:

Section1926-A. Leaseof Land/or Right-of-Way.—The Department
ofEnvironmentaiResourcesshaii hayethepowerto leaserights-of-way/or
aperiodnotexceedingthirty-fiveyears,onsuchtermsandconditionsasit
may considerreasonable,to ownersof realpropertyabuttingStatelands
under thejurisdiction of the department.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
