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Clarifying the powers of constables, county detectives, sheriffs, deputy sheriffs,
waterways patrolmen and game protectors.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Constables, county detectives, sheriffs, deputy sheriffs,
waterways patrolmen and game protectors shall perform all those duties
authorized or imposed on them by statute.

Section 2. All rules and regulations limiting the powers of constables,
county detectives, sheriffs, deputy sheriffs, waterways patrolmen and game
protectors or suspending any statute relating thereto are repealed in so far
as they are inconsistent herewith.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

We certify that this bill, House Bill No. 803, Printer’s No. 2077, having
passed both Houses, vetoed by the Governor, was returned to the House of
Representatives where the House proceeded to reconsider and again pass
the bill by more than a two-thirds majority of the members elected to the
House, the objections of the Governor to the contrary notwithstanding.
Upon notification by the House of Representatives as to their action the
Senate proceeded to reconsider and again pass the bill by more thana two-
thirds majority of the members elected to the Senate, the objections of the
Governor to the contrary notwithstanding.
